THE STUDY OF BALL LIGHTNING AS THE ETHER MODEL

This article is devoted to the study of spherical lightning as an alter-
native source of energy. Solving the problem of continuous production of
environmentally friendly energy is sustainably relevant.

Spherical lightning is a natural source of energy comprising the
streams of charged particles of a lightning ether. Spherical lightning is a
rare natural phenomenon that looks like a luminous formation floating in
the air. Basic properties and structure of a ball lightning described by the
ether dynamics presents a new direction in physics based on the existence of
ether in nature. Ether dynamics considers ball lightning as a spiral vortex
with a low density of the ether separated by a boundary layer from the sur-
rounding air. Ether is a medium similar to gas filling the entire world space.
It is a building material for all kinds of elementary particles.

The ether model itself is a phenomenon in which the area of a rotat-
ing liquid or gas moves through the same or another area of liquid or gas
matter where the flow pattern takes the form of a torus. Experimental values
show that at the diameter of 6 cm and the thickness of the toroid wall as 1
cm at the initial diameter of the ether sphere 60 cm the energy enclosed in-
side the ball lightning is 10 million J. This amount is sufficient to provide
the electricity for two town quarters.

The main disadvantage of the ball lightning as an energy source is
the high voltage enclosed in the environment of the formation of the ether
layer is that it is not safe for human life.

Creation of a ball lightning of macroscopic size by artificial means in
laboratory conditions can become a new type of weapon in the conditions of
modern war. Ball lightning is one of the most popular topics of study for
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modern science. If learned to operate it the mankind could have passed to an
absolutely new level of exploitation of the energy resources.

REASONS FOR JOINING INFORMAL GROUPS

Initially, any company is set up as a well-organized establishment
which includes formal and informal associations or groups. Formal groups
are created for undertaking production activities and they usually have a
formally appointed head and a formal hierarchical structure. At the same
time informal groups emerge within formal associations. They are created
by employees on the basis of their common interests, hobbies, habits, etc.
Such groups exist in any firm, although they might not be presented in a
company organizational chart.

By joining a formal group people usually try either to accomplish the
company’s goals, to improve their own financial situation or to raise their
social status from being an employee at this particular company. Thus,
people have their reasons for joining informal groups as well. Here are the
most obvious ones.

The main reason is to satisfy the need for community. Elton Mayo,
an industrial researcher and organizational theorist, argued that the possi-
bilities for belonging to a group and having and enjoying its support and
protection are closely linked to employee satisfaction.

Another reason for becoming a member of an informal group is the
need for trust and mutual assistance. The subordinates should have a chance
to ask their management for professional advice and to discuss business
issues.

The need for being safe and protected is also an important reason for
joining such groups. Although nowadays real physical dangers are rare,
members of informal associations protect each other from the rules that
might negatively impact the team.

The next reason is the need for communication. People want to know
what is going on around them, especially if these things are personally rele-
vant or directly related to the work they do.

Finally, employees often join informal groups simply to be closer to
those they like. They can have lunch together and discuss their work or per-
sonal issues during breaks or make requests for salary increase or better
working conditions addressed to their management.

THE ROLE OF HORMONES

Human health and its maintenance largely depends on "the regulators
of life" — hormones.

A hormone is a substance produced in minute quantities in cells in
one part of an organism and transported in the vascular system to another,
distant part where it is either essential for or has an important effect on the
proper functioning of the cells in that part.

The term “hormone” was introduced by the English physiologists W.
Bayliss and E. Starling in 1902. The active study of endocrine glands and
hormones was initiated by the English physician T. Addison in 1855. He
was the first who gave a description of the bronze disease caused by the
dysfunction of the adrenal glands, the symptom of which was the specific
coloration of the skin.

Hormone regulation is the regulation of the vital activity of the ani-
mal and human organism carried out with the participation of hormones
entering the blood. When the hormone balance is upset, various diseases
associated with excess or deficiency of a hormone can arise in the body
(gigantism, Addison’s disease, hypoparathyroidism and others).

In the second half of the 20th century a great progress was made in
the study of the action of hormones. With the development of diseases of
the endocrine system, such sciences as endocrinology and clinical endocri-
nology developed.

Endocrinology is the study of the endocrine glands, their secretions,
and their role in the physiology of the body.

Clinical endocrinology as a branch of clinical medicine studies the
diseases of the endocrine system, as well as changes in endocrine glands
caused by other diseases.

Hormonotherapy is the therapeutic use of hormone drugs. Hormone
therapy is used both for diseases related to endocrine gland activity, and for
the treatment of diseases not associated with endocrine disorders.

Modern chemical and physico-chemical methods allow us to detect
hormones not only in the endocrine glands, but also in blood and urine.
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Nowadays intensive research on endocrinology (the study of
hormones, the mechanism of their action) is carried on in many countries of
the world.

DAILY ACTIVITY OF THE GRASS FROG

The given research focused on the daily activity of the grass frog is
an attempt to understand how the frog lives, how it feeds and its importance
not only in nature, but also for humans.

The grass frog (Rana temporaria), is a semi-aquatic amphibian of
the family Ranidae, which is widespread in Europe. The adult grass frog has
a body length of 6 to 9 centimetres, its back and flanks vary in colour from
olive green to grey-brown. To some extent, frogs are useful for humans,
primarily by eating many harmful invertebrates, damaging agricultural and
forest cultures or carrying human and pet diseases. It is especially important
that herbal frogs hunt at night, when the vast majority of insectivorous birds
sleep.

The researches have shown that the grass frog is completely inactive
at temperatures below 15 C. The amphibian shows the greatest activity from
21:00 to 22:00. According to literary data, herbal frogs rarely appear in the
daytime. Their active activity begins with the onset of twilight, the greatest
activity is observed from 10 p.m. to 2 a.m. then the number of active indi-
viduals drops, reaching a minimum by 11 p.m. Break at night is at the dark-
est time, and the maximum activity happens during the evening and morn-
ing twilight. The results of the study are presented in the table:

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Conclusions:

1) The most intensive activity of the grass frog is observed at a tem-
perature above 15 degrees.

2) The correlation index of the dependence of the number of grass
frogs on temperature was 0.9, which indicates a strong dependence.

INVESTIGATION OF THE STRUCTURE
OF LOW-ALLOY STEEL AT HIGH MAGNIFICATION

The study focuses on the analysis of the structure of low-alloy steel
at high magnification. Microscopic analysis of metals and alloys with me-
tallographic microscope is one of the standard methods of microscopic
analysis of alloys. The absence of special researches devoted to the descrip-
tion of use of microscopic analysis in the study of the structure of low-alloy
steel determines the relevance of the chosen subject of research.

The main methods of metals and alloys study are the micro- and ma-
croscopic analyses. Microscopic analysis is used to determine the number and
type of structural constituents of metals and alloys; to assess the shape, size
and location of grains; to determine the carbon content in carbon and low al-
loy steel by structure in equilibrium state; to determine the presence of non-
metallic inclusions; to establish the presence of micro-defects — micro-cracks,
cavities, etc.; to determine the depth of the layer formed on the surface after
cementation; to detect non-metallic inclusions-sulfides, oxides, etc.

Industrial metals and alloys make a conglomerate of irregular shape
crystals, i.e. they have polycrystalline structure. Since the crystals must be
cut geometrically, the crystals of irregular shape that aggregate in the poly-
crystalline are called grains.

The grain size of polycrystalline materials determines the majority of
consumer and technological properties of materials and is the most impor-
tant classification and diagnostic feature established in the state standards
and certificates of industrially used materials. This very factor makes the
study of the structure of low-alloy steel at high magnification especially
topical nowadays.

THE BEPS PLAN AND ITS IMPACT ON THE RUSSIAN ECONOMY

As a result of the development of transnational relations, the national
tax legislation sometimes does not manage to resolve problems in time,
which creates conditions for avoiding taxation. The erosion of the tax base
and profit shifting is an excellent example of the optimization scheme. Ac-
cording to the Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development
(OECD), the minimum loss from the implementation of this scheme is ap-
proximately 4 to 10% of worldwide income tax collections.

The BEPS plan is a project directly aimed at combining the erosion
of the taxable base and the preservation of cash in the country of actual ac-
tivity. The project was developed by the OECD with the active support of
the leaders of the G20 and consists of 15 items. Each paragraph contains
proposals for resolving a specific problem in the field of international taxa-
tion and its intension to be a part of national legislation and international
treaties.

On June 7, 2017, Russia signed the OECD Multilateral Convention
on the Implementation of the BEPS Plan. However, there are some negative
consequences that the Russian economy may face in connection with the
signing of this act:

1) the deterioration of the investment climate in Russia; 2) non-
competitiveness in the struggle for the placement of important investment
assets; 3) the probability of income decrease for profit taxation. This is due
to the creation of a new approach to international taxation, and therefore it
creates uncertainty for business and tax authorities. In these conditions,
countries with developing economies (to which Russia belongs) should not
expect positive results from the BEPS plan in the near future.

Despite the negative impact of the BEPS plan on the Russian
economy, this is a way to a new level of international cooperation in the
field of taxation. In order to comply with the new economic realities, Russia
needs to improve the quality of tax administration, analyze the tactics of
developed countries and apply attempts to use them.

QUEST TECHNOLOGIES IN INDIVIDUALIZATION

The use of modern quest technologies is one of the most promising
needs of higher education contributing to the greater individualization of the
educational process, intensification of training, formation and self-
actualization of the personality of the future specialist. The use of quest
technology requires a high activity from the teacher. It is very popular
among the modern students and can not only expand the horizon of students
but also allows them to apply their knowledge and skills, as well as instill a
desire to study as a whole.

Progress in education is moving towards the development of various
options for its content, the search for new ideas and technologies. There is a
problem associated with the revision of the teacher’s position in the educa-
tional process.

THE ROLE OF BUSINESS PLANS
AND STRATEGIES IN AN ENTERPRISE

The management of each firm has to constantly focus on various is-
sues. All questions require detailed answers, which are, in essence, a mis-
sion statement of an organization’s purpose. The field and scope of a com-
pany’s activities should be clearly defined when developing a program.

The task of a company’s management is to create an economic me-
chanism that would facilitate a firm’s successful adjustment to the changing
external environment. This makes it possible to reduce uncertainty and risk
in economic activities and provide the accumulation of resources in selected
priority areas.

At present, the entrepreneur that chooses goods and services whose
production or provision requires minimal cooperation and supplies from
outside, or allows interchangeability of source raw materials and supplies,
does reasonably under domestic economy conditions.

Merchandise assortment planning is the most important function of a
company’s management. One of the main tasks of a firm is to find out the
capacity of each particular market for each product or service. These data
will characterize possible volume of sales. They are defined by physical and
value indicators for goods sold or potentially sold within a certain period.

Marketing is done under the following conditions: 1) market satura-
tion, when supply exceeds demand; 2) fierce rivalry and intense competition
for customers; 3) free market relationships that imply the possibility to
choose sales and supply markets, set prices, carry out commercial policies,
etc., without statutory restrictions; 4) complete independence of a firm
while establishing goals and tasks, choosing management style and struc-
tures, setting salaries, and distributing funds across expenditure categories.

The principal task of a firm is to show its potential partners that it
will be able to produce sufficient number of goods of required quality with-
in time limit. In other words, the entrepreneur has to prove he can facilitate
efficient production.

One of the most important points to be covered is the organization
chart. It should clarify the duties of employees, the ways departments and
units interact with each other, and how their activities are coordinated and
controlled.
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THE ROLE OF STAFF IN AN ORGANIZATION

Staff has gone through several stages of historical development. At
the time when there appeared equipment that could replace manual labor a
man was but an appendage of the machine. Such a way of organizing labor
seemed more effective because thus production costs reduced and produc-
tivity rose.

Later, owners of enterprises began paying more and more attention
to their workers’ creative potential since employees started generating their
own ideas and making proposals concerning increase of equipment efficien-
cy and acceleration of production processes. This has greatly contributed to
improving production performance and cutting down on manufacturing ex-
penses.

Nowadays, qualifications, skills and competence of personnel play
an important role in the activities of any enterprise. Its market share may
depend on its workers who contribute to achieving the goals of a company
and receive a salary as a reward for their hard work.

Therefore, personnel management is a key player in an organization.
They are an independent group of professional managers whose main goals
are to increase production, stimulate employees’ creativity and enhance
their performance, design and execute professional development programs.
Personnel management administers activities of workers in a company.
They are leaders who try to bring out the best in subordinates and use their
labor and creative potential for achieving particular objectives.

A good leader must think strategically and know the field in which
he/she works. He/she should also be able to compromise on various ques-
tions, communicate with people and create a team. Such personality traits as
flexibility, especially when there is a need to change management style or
approach, and honesty are of high value. Being a leader, a personnel man-
ager influences individuals and groups in their efforts to achieve the goals
of an organization making a team whose members often want to be like
their leader. Hence, he/she should be an exemplary role model to encourage
the employees to improve themselves.

The people who work in a company are the foundation of the entire
organization. They help businesses to survive in the market and accomplish
their purposes using all their knowledge and skills. Managerial staff and
leaders stimulate workers’ development making a contribution to their
personal fulfillment, acquisition of new knowledge and skills upgrading.
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THE THERMOCAPILLARY EFFECT IN A LOCALLY HEATED
LIQUID FILM MOVING UNDER
THE ACTION OF A COCURRENT GAS FLOW

This study is dedicated to the locally heated liquid film moving in a
flat horizontal channel. This movement is caused by the shear stress gener-
ated by the gas flow in the channel. Studies of such film flows are especial-
ly promising as these currents can be used for cooling microelectronics in
the space environment.

Thin films are solid or liquid layers between macroscopic phases the
thickness of which is commensurate with the distance of action of surface
forces. Films have a special composition (in comparison with the bulk
phase), structure and thermodynamic properties which vary on symmetric
and asymmetric thin films.

Thermo capillary effect is the dependence of the liquid spreading
rate on the uneven heating of the liquid layer which is explained by the fact
that the surface tension of the liquid decreases with the temperature rise.
There is a driving force of spreading tension of the liquid in different parts
of the liquid layer proportional to the gradient of the surface. As a result,
there is a flow of liquid in the wetting film.

Thin films of liquid are widely used in technological processes pro-
viding high intensity of heat and mass transfer including significant contact
surface of phases at small specific expenses of liquid. Reducing the thick-
ness of the flowing liquid layer allows to intensify the heat exchange
process. However, a thin film is prone to tearing.

The obtained data allowed us to conclude that the value of the ther-
mo capillary effect exceeds the tangential voltage up to 7 times. Thermo
grams for three different flow regimes were obtained in relation to the Rey-
nolds numbers of the liquid (500-1175) and the gas (11.5-37.5). The change
in the ratio of the thermo capillary effect to the tangential voltage along the
channel was considered. It was noted that there are two characteristic peaks
in this dependence. An attempt was made to explain the mechanism of the
film rupture.
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DELEGATION OF AUTHORITY AND RESPONSIBILITY
AS A MANAGEMENT TECHNOLOGY

The article focuses on delegation of authority and responsibility as a
management technology. This question is rather urgent nowadays. In the
given article management process, principles and rules of effective man-
agement, perspectives of the development of delegation and so on are inves-
tigated.

First of all, the concept of management, delegation, its types, ele-
ments and general structure should be considered. Certainly, the scientists
distinguish between several levels of management (higher, secondary and
lower ones). There are several methods of management: organizational me-
thods, which are built on direct instructions (orders, prohibitions); economic
methods, which are aimed at creating the necessary conditions for em-
ployees; psychological methods, which are directed at creating favorable
climate in the team. Of course, there are a lot of advantages of this process,
such as increase of productivity of activity and improvement of relation-
ships in the team. However, reducing control in the organization and the
loss of time are significant disadvantages of delegation.

I think that effective management is only possible by using the fol-
lowing principles: common sense, discipline, clear goals and a remuneration
system. It is also important to pay attention to reasons of leaders’ reluctance
to delegate authority and responsibility (for example, lack of trust in em-
ployees, fear of risk) and reasons why employees avoid responsibility and
block the delegation process (for example, lack of self-confidence, large
amount of work, fear of criticism).

To sum it up, delegation of authority is an important process for the
formation of each company and it is necessary to consider the question about
perspectives of the development of delegation as a form of management. It is
important to understand that delegation influences the motivation of em-
ployees, helps to reveal their abilities, to manifest initiative and indepen-
dence. That’s why the topic of the given research work is worth studying.
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FEAR: ITS IMPORTANCE AND WAYS OF OVERCOMING

Fear is one of the oldest emotions known to humanity. For a long
time it has been the subject for debates among psychologists. Fear is an
emotional state that reflects a person’s or animal’s reactions when they ex-
perience a real or imaginary danger to life, health and well-being.

This emotion can have various causes, social, biological and irra-
tional being the main ones. Social fears include the fear of losing one's posi-
tion, the fear of speaking to a large audience, exposing oneself in a bad
light. Such fears are also called prestigious. Biological fears include the fear
of pain, height, animals and other phenomena that can do harm to the life
and health of a person. Finally, irrational fears include the fear of the dark-
ness, the unreal characters of films and books. Such fears are associated
with lack of information and uncertainty.

The constant feeling of fear leads to exhaustion, as well as to a cer-
tain change in consciousness and emergence of mental and psychosomatic
diseases. However, fear has several important functions. Firstly, it serves as
a signal of danger. In this state the whole organism is mobilized in order to
increase a chance to salvation. Secondly, there is a narrowing of attention,
all of it is directed towards ways out of a dangerous situation. Thirdly, after
the experienced fear, information about it is permanently imprinted in
memory in order not to let a person get into such circumstances again.

There is a number of psychological methods to avoid fear: 1) a per-
son should analyze what exactly frightens him; 2) he should realize that this
fear prevents him/her from normal life and it is necessary to get rid of it; 3)
it is important to think about some specific actions he/she can take to get rid
of fear; 4) the method of desensitization must be used in which the effective
dilator is being gradually increased.

Thus, we see that fear is an important human emotion aimed at fulfil-
ling a number of functions. However, when it begins interfering with a
man’s life, he/she should find ways to overcome it.
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FILM CRITICISM ON THE INTERNET

The Internet plays a significant role in the modern media space. Effi-
ciency in the global network is a major advantage for journalists. Now on
the Internet there are also political, economic and educational media, and
even specialized websites about art. Some of them are devoted to the sphere
of cinema. It is quite curiously that these Internet portals are made not only
by professionals, i.e. critics who used to publish reviews in newspapers and
magazines, but also by movie lovers who create platforms on the worldwide
web themselves. Some specialists in the field of cinema have to work on
different sites. For example, Anton Dolin combines work on the portals
Medusa, Snob, Radio Mayak, and has created his own public group in a
social network Vkontakte, having more than 6,000 subscribers. Besides, a
number of movie lovers speaking on the video channel YouTube is increas-
ing. There they talk about the movies, using informal words, add to the re-
portage footage of the criticized movie, and at the beginning and at the end
show themselves to the viewer. Fans tend to replace journalists on the TV.
Thus journalism about movies on the Internet is now quite popular so it
needs further investigating.

More than that, film criticism is not the only thing about cinemato-
graphy which can be found on the Internet. This is the most important part
in analyzing a particular movie. However, the distribution of news from the
film industry can occur through journalism, which publishes information
about films (for example, posters). On the Internet there is also an advertis-
ing and presentation component, including interviews with a director, com-
mercials related to a new film, as well as various festivals, premieres and
other events. So, this film is presented as a business. Respectively, in this
part it is possible to speak about cinema as the whole film industry. It turns
out that film criticism on the Internet consists of three components: infor-
mation on cinema (in which journalists are engaged), advertising-
presentation part (in which PR specialists are engaged) and film criticism
(involves experts in the field of cinema). It is important to note sites that
contain material about movies. These publications can be mass, qualitative
or highly specialized. The materials presented on different sites will differ
significantly.
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VIRTUAL NETWORKING PRACTICES OF ORTHODOX YOUTH

Nowadays the Internet is a global world information transmission
system, which, according to the WCIOM poll conducted in 2017, is used
almost every day by 90% of young people aged 18-24. The Internet has
firmly entered the life of Russian society giving many opportunities to the
religious sphere along with others. That is why the topic is quite actual
nowadays.

As part of the current research, a large number of Orthodox sites
have been studied and divided into two large groups: the sites presenting the
information about the Orthodox faith and websites of "live" communication.

Examples of the first group include the Press Service of Moscow
Patriarchate, where everyone can learn about the activities of church
publishing houses and the media; the official website of Moscow
Patriarchate, which contains many official documents of the ROC; the site
of the Church Scientific Center "Orthodox Encyclopedia”, as well as the
Orthodox electronic library "Annunciation”, where Orthodox youth can get
acquainted with recent publications.

The second group of "live" Internet is represented by the Orthodox
social network "Elitsa"; the service of keeping the diary "LiveJournal", in
which it is possible to search by interests; Orthodox “Youtube” channels, as
well as thematic Orthodox groups in the most popular social network
“Vkontakte”, where you can find more than 100 public ones (for example,
"Orthodoxy in Sound", "Orthodoxy", "Orthodoxy and Peace", etc.).

For the study of distribution of Orthodox practices on the Internet
among Orthodox youth, on the basis of the above-mentioned information, a
rapid survey of 100 people (50 girls and 50 young men who identify
themselves as believers) was carried out.

Thus, you can see a lot of examples proving that Orthodox Internet
practices are quite widespread. And there is no doubt that with the growth
of the Internet impact, the practices, websites, magazines, pages that de-
serve people’s attention, will become more and more numerous. It means
that new ones will appear to study this topic.
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THE METHODS OF EFFECTIVE STAFF ADAPTATION

Nowadays the staff has become the main and very important re-
source in the company. The sphere of human resource (HR) is expanding
and reaching a new level. But what is the first step of the management
of personnel?

As a rule, HR-management begins with the arrival of a new em-
ployee at the company and his first steps on the path to career growth. Un-
fortunately, at the moment few managers are interested in the issue of
adapting a new employee to the working conditions, and this topic is urgent
and should be further investigated.

The main goal of my course paper is to show the methods of effec-
tive adaptation of an employee. In fact, 90% of people who quit their jobs
during the first year, took this decision after the first working day in a new
organization. In order to avoid this, it is necessary to consider many factors
that I try to present in my course paper.

Taking into account the structure of adaptation, I have come to the
conclusion that there are many types of worker adaptation. In spite of their
differences they are all in constant interaction with each other, so you need
to find a single correct approach to the successful management of these
types of adaptation.

At the various stages of the adaptation process different problems
can arise. To solve these problems, a manager has to determine the stage of
adaptation and the degree of adaptation of a new employee correctly.

The success of adaptation depends on the characteristics of the work-
ing environment and an employee. A competent leader must consider all
these factors and help an employee to adapt. Besides, it is necessary to un-
derstand that the motivation of an employee and his/her interest in a new
job depends on the well-organized program of adaptation.
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SOCIAL PROTECTION OF SOLDIERS, CITIZENS DISMISSED
FROM MILITARY SERVICE
AND THEIR FAMILIES IN THE MODERN WORLD

The problem of social protection of soldiers, citizens dismissed from
military service and their families is rather urgent in the modern world. Pro-
tection of the Fatherland is a duty and obligation of a citizen of the Russian
Federation. Military service is a special type of state service, which consists
in the performance of military duties by a citizen. The given duties are es-
tablished by law. Although more than 300 new laws and regulations have
been adopted over the past 10 years to change the social status of military
personnel, citizens dismissed from military service and their families, the
mechanism for their implementation has not been fully developed. Social
protection of military personnel and their families as a social institution is in
the process of its development. Currently, this social institution is not for-
malized, as there is no coordinated action between the executive authorities
in the field of social protection of the studied category both at the federal
and regional levels. There is practically no system of management relations
within the social institute.

The given imperfection should be eliminated. People who protect
their Homeland take on a huge responsibility to the society and a state duty
to serve faithfully. The social problem here is the weak protection of this
layer of the population against the difficult conditions of today's life. Social
protection and social security, in my opinion, is designed to keep under con-
trol the improvement of this category of citizens.

A citizen serving in the military service is a soldier and has a legal
status, which is determined by law. So, male citizens aged 18 to 27 years
old, who are currently enrolled or obliged to be enrolled in the military reg-
ister, who have no special right to exemption or postponement from the
conscription are called upon for military service. The order of passage of
military service is required by law and other normative acts. The main one
is The Constitution, which was adopted on 12 December 1993.

The given course paper focuses on the analysis of normative acts in
the field of protection of military personnel and members of their families
(and categories equated to them) and possible ways to improve the living
conditions of the given categories of citizens. Analysis is the method of
scientific research through consideration of individual aspects and proper-
ties of the constituent parts of these legal acts.
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HOW RUSSIA SEES THE INTERRELATION
OF "THE SILK ROAD” AND THE EAEC

In 2013, China put forward "The Silk Road" initiative. In 2015 the
EAEC project started. Then Russia and China considered that these two
economic projects are not mutually exclusive and can work well for pro-
moting economic relations between the two countries.

Russia is the first country, which responded to the project "The Silk
Road" of China. The Russian side considers that this initiative has good
prospects and will help consolidate the relationship between the two coun-
tries, promote achieving the win-win outcomes. Besides, China is willing to
consider the interests of Russia in the formulation and implementation of
the project in order to protect the balance.

For these reasons, Russia would like to cooperate with China in
merging the two economic projects of the two countries. In Russia's view,
this idea corresponds with the current situation between Russia and China,
because the economic relations between the two countries are growing more
slowly than the political ones. However merging of the projects provides an
opportunity to consolidate and develop economic cooperation of the two
countries. During the implementation of the project, China does not seek
power control and domination.

It can be said that the economic development plan of the two coun-
tries will be mutually beneficial for them and, at the same time, it will fur-
ther strengthen friendly relations between the two countries.
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THE HOLOCAUST AND THE ARMENIAN GENOCIDE
AS THE GREATEST CRIMES AGAINST HUMANITY

First they came for the Socialists, and I did not speak out — because I was

not a Socialist. Then they came for the Trade Unionists, and I did not speak out —
because I was not a Trade Unionist. Then they came for the Jews, and I did not
speak out — because I was not a Jew. Then they came for me — and there was no one
left to speak for me.

The problem of genocides is not new, but it is very topical. For those
who live in the modern world it is important to understand why they happen
and how civil society let them happen. Genocide, in general, is the notion
which, according to the UN Charter, means denying the right to exist to any
group of people of the same race, ethnicity, religion or nationality.

The Armenian Genocide was one of the first attempts to exterminate
people of a different religion in the 20™ century. It took place in Western
Armenia (modern Turkey) in 1915 and lasted, according to some sources,
until 1923. Starting from the 19" century the number of deaths of Ottoman
Armenian people that occurred during massacres and the Armenian Geno-
cide exceeds 2 million. Armenia was the first country to adopt Christianity
at the national level which still makes religion an essential social institution
in this country. The main reason for such inhumanity was the idea of pan-
Turkism whose promotion was gaining momentum in the neighboring states
at the turn of the 20" century.

The Holocaust became another example of a brutal crime against
humanity during World War II in 1941-1945. The number of victims fluc-
tuates between 5 and 6 million people. Hitler’s anti-Semitic plan was to
eradicate members of the same ethnic group, i.e. Jews.

The key issue is whether depriving someone of their basic rights
should ever become legal or whether death penalty for being affiliated to a
certain group of people can be considered legitimate under specific circums-
tances.

Another question is how to achieve universal recognition of criminal
background of certain events. While the Holocaust was recognized by Ger-
many and world community, the Armenian Genocide is still not recognized
by Turkey, Azerbaijan and a few other states. Thus, to reduce the chances of
occurrence of such events in future international organizations should in-
crease their efforts to bring in internationally binding legislative acts.
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ECONOMIC RELATIONS BETWEEN THE USA
AND CANADA: IS IT A UNIQUE PARTNERSHIP?

The current research focuses on the relationships between the US
and Canada under the new Prime Minister, Justin Trudeau, who won the
parliamentary elections in 2015 r.

Relations between the United States and Canada are considered to be
initially unequal due to the size of the US economy and the resulting oppor-
tunities for serious influence. Both the US and Canada are making huge
profits from mutual trade, and despite some occurring differences, the prof-
itability and value of this relationship are beyond question.

At the same time, the current imbalance does not pose a serious
threat to Canada, as the benefits of economic cooperation, which is based on
the same market approach with mutual trust, transparency and predictability
of partner’s behavior, are really huge.

The key component of the US-Canadian relations is transparency of
economy in both countries. Canadians are always aware of what is happening
in the States and vice versa. Even when the US actions infringe the business
interests of Canadians, for example, as in the case of timber tariffs, the politi-
cal processes leading to a decision are transparent and understandable to
them. Canadians understand that the US does not seek to influence Canada's
policy in such a way, but they only try to help American companies.

Canada and the United States have been the world's largest trading
partners for many years. Since 1946 Canada has been the leading market for
the export of goods from the United States. It imports more goods from the
United States than from all countries of the European Union combined. Al-
most 86% of Canadian exports go annually to the US market.

Such impressive results were achieved not only thanks to the tradi-
tional ties of the two countries, but also to ensure the most favorable trade
regime. Since the introduction of the free trade zone in 1989, the Canadian-
American trade has actually doubled. Annually, trade grows by almost 12%.
The volume of mutual direct investment has doubled during this period.

We firmly believe that the Canadian-American relations in the
sphere of economy will not change radically in the near future. It will de-
velop mainly in the established areas, without sharp turns.
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FEATURES OF THE DEVELOPMENT
OF VOLUNTEERING IN THE YOUTH ENVIRONMENT

The current research aims at studying the attitude of the youth living
in Ivanovo town towards volunteering.

The majority of participants taking part in the study positively assess
voluntary activity. This is mainly due to the fact that in perception of young
people volunteering is viewed as an opportunity to become active partici-
pants in public life and to benefit people. The interviewed young men and
women consider voluntary activities as having altruistic motives, that is the
need to help other people. The image of a volunteer is presented by the res-
pondents as follows: he/she must be a representative of a student youth — a
schoolboy or a student who cares about other people's lives and who does
something to change the situation and, finally, who periodically participates
in conducting a number of actions and activities.

About 80% of respondents have representatives of the volunteer
movement in their inner circle and 69% of respondents have their own vo-
lunteer experience. Two-thirds of the respondents were ready to participate
in the work of public or charitable organizations as volunteers. The most
popular areas of volunteer activity were identified: assistance to orphans
and street children. In this sphere girls tend to be engaged in voluntary help
more actively than boys.

Among the reasons preventing their peers from joining the volunteer
work, the respondents indicated a lack of free time and indifference to the
problems of society.

Thus, having analyzed the received data and having determined the
specificity of the attitude to volunteer activity of the inhabitants of Ivanovo
region, one can speak of a potential prospect for the further development of
the volunteer movement and expansion of the voluntary activities of youth
in this area.
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“MIRACLES OF EVERYDAY LIFE”
AS A REFLECTION OF REALITIES IN THE VITA GERMANI

The miracle takes a special place in the world of a medieval man. It
reflects one of the features of medieval thinking: the belief that the boun-
dary between the worlds of natural and supernatural is a fluctuation, and
these two worlds are in constant contact. The study of the miraculous in
hagiography helps to recreate the picture of the world of man of the early
Middle Ages.

Most of the miracles found in hagiographic literature can be called
canonical, inherited from the cultural predecessors of Christianity. Howev-
er, in the example of Vita Germani written by Constantius of Lyon (circa
480), one can see how the authors use some miracles in order to emphasize
the priest’s help to people in everyday life and make his figure closer to
ordinary people. These stories reflect the aspirations and fears of people of
that time. The miracles performed by the saints give people the desired
calming and help get them rid of problems. This complex of “household
miracles” includes assistance in finding the lost, helping to replenish food
reserves, miracles that do not violate the laws of nature. Their interpretation
can be twofold. On the one hand, they bring the saint closer to common
people, since he is depicted as a person who is not indifferent to everyday
problems of ordinary people. On the other hand, such miracles fit into the
social realities understandable to the Gallic reader and preserve the picture
of the spiritual space in which man lived in the 5™ century.

Miracles accessible to people’s ordinary consciousness caused
sympathy to the saint among people. After all, if Christ sacrificed his life,
thus saving man from sin, the saint brought so much needed miraculous
interference into earthly affairs: he saved from dangers, returned lost things,
protected from vital difficulties. The appearance of such miracles in the
hagiography reveals to researchers the peculiarities of people’s attitude to
the saint. Apparently, it was important that the saint should understand their
usual needs and try to help in their satisfaction.
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ANALYSIS OF COMPETITIVE REACTIONS
OF AMINOLYSIS, HYDORLYSIS, AND ALCOHOLISIS
OF ARYLSULPHONYLCHLORIDES

In the course of our study it was found that the amination of arylsul-
fonylchlorides ArSO2CI (1) taking place in a medium of aqueous aliphatic
alcohols ROH (R = Me, Et) is accompanied by a side reaction of hydrolysis
(2). But the reaction of alcoholysis, unlike that of hydrolysis, proceeds at a
considerably slower rate. The reasons for this behavior of the reagents have
not been found to date.

ArSO2Cl + RNH2 — ArSO2NHR + HCI (1)
ArSO2CI + H20 — ArSO20H + HCI (2)
ArSO2Cl + ROH — ArSO20R + HCI (3)

Calculations in quantum chemistry can help in assessing the reactivi-
ty of organic compounds. For this purpose DFT-indices of reactivity (IRS)
are used. To describe the positional selectivity of the reaction and to charac-
terize the activeness of individual reaction centers, local versions of the IRS
are introduced. To obtain the necessary IRS, the structure of the molecules
of substituted XPhSO2Cl and nucleophiles was calculated with ADF
2014.04 (DFT MO06 / 6-311 + G *, SMD, Hirschfeld) complex. The relative
nucleophilicity necessary to account for the selectivity and activeness of the
reagents is calculated according to expression (4). Here, p = 0.5 * [E
(HOMO) + E (LUMO)], n = 0.5 [E (LUMO) - E (HOMO)].

(Nu) - p (B)] 2/ [n (Nu) +n (E)] 2 (4)

The calculations have shown that the nucleation of aniline is higher
by approximately one order of magnitude than the nucleophilicity of
alcohols, which explains the low degree of alcoholysis of
arylsulfonylchlorides in the system under study. The nucleophilicity of
water is low, but it exceeds that of alcohols. This indicates that hydrolysis
during the aminolysis of arylsulfonylchlorides is possible while alcoholysis
is feasible to a much lesser extent. The relative nucleophilicity of the
alcohols directly depends on the electrophilicity of the sulfonyl chloride and
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indirectly depends on the electron effect of the substituent in the
sulfonylchloride XPhSO2CI. This dependence is as follows, ®- = (1.38 £
0.14) + (3.03 £ 0.29) * 6 (X), R=10.995, SD = 0.23, N =3, P = 0.062. The
reason for this dependence is the interaction between the electrophile and
the nucleophile in deriving the relation (4).

OLD AND NEW TRADITIONS IN REGIONAL HERALDRY
OF RUSSIAN FEDERATION IN 2000s

The blazon of the subject of the Russian Federation (regional blazon)
is one of the three components of its symbols, along with the flag and
anthem. In our thesis we consider the regional blazons of Russia,
established in 2000s.

The intensity of the process of regional blazons’ establishment has
declined considerably in the period of 2000s, because more than half of the
blazons of the subjects of the Russian Federation were established in 1990s.
The number of the established ones in the period of even one year also
became low.

In this period 20 regional blazons of the Russian Federation were
established. It is necessary to note, that they displayed different tendencies:

1) 9 blazons of the subjects of the Russian Federation were fully
based on historical regional blazons of the Russian Empire. Examples of
such blazons: the blazons of Tula region, Kamchatskiy kray.

2) 3 blazons were based on the pre-revolutionary blazons of cities.
Example: the blazon of Lipetsk region.

3) 8 regional blazons of the Russian Federation showed new
traditions, such as natural, economic, cultural, national and other important
spheres of regional life. These were, for example, the blazons of Magadan
region, Omsk region, Nenetskiy autonomic region.

The distinction between the process of regional blazons’
establishment in the period of 2000s and similar process of 1990s was that
in 2000s both the authors of the projects of blazons and the local authorities
themselves were guided by the experience of their colleagues of 1990s and,
as a rule, did not repeat their mistakes.

On the whole, the continuity in the use of pre-revolutionary and
modern Russian regional heraldry may be evaluated in different ways. On
the one hand, the predominance of historic traditions in modern blazons of
the subjects of the Russian Federation has a lot of positive features. So, it

shows the knowledge of the heraldic past of Russia and proves respect for
its historical traditions. On the other hand, preponderance of 1917 pre-
revolutionary traditions in modern regional heraldry of Russia brings some
negative consequences as well.

INVESTIGATION OF HYDROGEN BONDS
IN THE FRAGMENT OF GLYCINE CRYSTAL

The study of the nature of the hydrogen bond is considered to be one
of the fundamental problems of modern chemistry. Among the most popular
objects for studying hydrogen bonds are crystalline amino acids. Glycine is
the most important amino acid, which has a wide application in medicine
and other spheres of human life.

In the course of our research the vibrations of hydrogen bonds in the
glycine crystal were experimentally established. However, in the interval
2600-3100 cm™', three values of the valence vibration frequency were rec-
orded, which may refer to the vibrations of the hydrogen bonds formed in
the glycine crystal. In order to explain this fact a fragment of a glycine crys-
tal consisting of 5 and 6 glycine molecules was modeled. The analysis of
the formation of hydrogen bonds in the fragment under study (i.e. geometric
parameters, force) was carried out, and a relationship between the hydrogen
bonding forces at the frequency of the N-H bond vibration in the IR spec-
trum as well as other parameters of the hydrogen bond were found.

Quantum-chemical calculations in this paper were carried out using
the GAUSSIAN 03 software package. Geometry optimization and vibration
frequency calculations were performed using the theory of the electron den-
sity functional (DFT) in the B97D / B3LYP approximation using the 6 31G
/ 6 311G basis ** **_ For the initial approximation, the HF / 6-31G method
was used. The visualization of molecules and their characteristics was per-
formed with the help of the ChemCraft program.

CONFLICTOLOGICAL COMPETENCE
AS PROFESSIONAL QUALITY OF A MODERN TEACHER

In modern society rapid social changes and the modernization
of many spheres of public life contribute to an increase in the level of com-
petition, the consequence of which is the actualization of the problem
of social conflicts, including the professional sphere.

The efficiency of the professional activity of a modern specialist is
influenced by many factors: the nature of the professional environment, the
level of professionalism, developed professional culture, etc. The ability to
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prevent and resolve professional conflicts is no less significant. The pro-
tracted conflicts have a negative impact on the effectiveness of professional
activities. A specialist must have conflictological competence in order to
successfully carry out activities in a conflict-prone professional environ-
ment, to transform this environment to prevent destructive consequences of
conflicts, to be able to interact with other subjects of professional activity
and overcome personal crises.

The pedagogical sphere is one of the most controversial, that is why
the only knowledge in the subject area is not enough for a modern teacher to
successfully conduct professional tasks. It is essential to know the skills to
prevent the emergence of a conflict, to find the best way out of it, and to
eliminate the negative consequences of conflicts at school. This means that
teachers need to develop conflictological competence to increase the effec-
tiveness of professional activities.

In general, the pedagogical conflict is an ordinary social phenome-
non, characteristic of the dynamic institution of the modern school. Howev-
er, conflicts in the educational process often disrupt the productive nature of
the relationship between teachers and students, causing stressful conditions
and dissatisfaction with work — on the one hand, and reluctance to learn —
on the other.

Negative attitude of teachers to conflicts in the teaching process, in-
ability to constructively resolve the contradictions that have arisen and the
specifics of the pedagogical conflict make it necessary to study the charac-
teristics of the teacher's conflictological competence and the technologies
for its formation. Teachers need to free themselves from the beliefs about
the exclusively negative qualities of conflicts and learn not only how to suc-
cessfully manage conflict situations while teaching schoolchildren, but also
to use artificially provoked conflicts for educational purposes.

RESEARCH OF MOTOR DYSFUNCTION IN TRANSGENIC
ANIMALS MODELING AMYOTROPHIC LATERAL SCLEROSIS
AT THE PRE-SYMPTOMATIC STAGE

Amyotrophic lateral sclerosis (ALS) is an incurable neurodegenera-
tive disease characterized by selective death of upper and lower motor neu-
rons. Despite significant progress in understanding the pathogenesis of this
disease, the molecular mechanisms leading to a specific defeat of motoneu-
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rons have not been fully determined. In addition, there is an urgent need for
early ALS diagnosis methods, without which it is impossible to effectively
use pathogenetic therapy in the future.

Earlier, a new line of transgenic mice (Thy-1/FUS 1-359) with neu-
rospecific expression of aberrant form of human FUS protein was created in
the laboratory of genetic modeling of neurodegenerative processes. Current-
ly, the task is to develop a method of intravital progression characteristics of
the neurodegenerative process in the motor neurons of transgenic mice at
the pre-symptomatic stage of the disease model.

In the study, the mechanism of the intravital characterization of the
development of the neurodegenerative process in Thy-1/FUS 1-359 mice
was developed using the CatWalk XT hardware-software complex. The
development of the clinical picture of the disease model over time was ana-
lyzed according to certain criteria. For this purpose, all the tested animals
were divided into groups and synchronized with respect to the day of their
death. It was shown that some step indicators in transgenic animals a few
days before the onset of symptoms differ significantly from those of the
same animals about a month before the onset of symptoms.

The revealed changes in gait parameters in transgenic animals at the
pre-symptomatic stage of the disease model are expected to enable the crea-
tion of a program of complex methods for early ALS diagnosis on their basis.

INFLUENCE OF SUBSTITUENTS ON THE PROPERTIES
OF A;B-TYPE PHTHALOCYANINES

High thermal and chemical stability, relatively easy synthesis, possi-
bility of metal introduction as well as their ability to be deposited in thin
films make phthalocyanines suitable for many technologies, such as semi-
conductors, sensors, organic photovoltaics and others.

The aim of this work was to calculate and analyze the dependence of
frontier orbital energies and band energy gaps (AE) of phthalocyanine 1 on
the nature of substituents and metal-complexing agent. The objects of the
study were 1) octamethyloxy-phthalocyanine 2, symmetrically substituted
in non-peripheral positions of benzene fragments, 2) asymmetrically substi-
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tuted phthalocyanines 3 with 2 or 4 chlorine atoms, 3) mix-substituted A;B-
type phthalocyanines 4.

In order to determine the sequence of elements in a cascade organic
photovoltaic cell the geometry and electronic structure of mix-substituted
A;B-type phthalocyanines (where A is the donor and B is the acceptor
group) were studied.

The optimization of geometric parameters, the calculation of the ho-
mologous series of the A;B-type phthalocyanine derivatives under study
were performed with the use of DFT/B3LYP/6-311++G** method for sub-
stances 1-4.

It was established that the elongation of alkoxy-substituents (n > 3)
does not affect the HOMO/LUMO energies and AE values as the frontier
orbitals are delocalized within macrocyclic fragment of phthalocyanine mo-
lecules.

PROBLEMS OF AGGRESSIVE BEHAVIOR
AMONG YOUNG PEOPLE

Today there is growing frequency of aggressive interaction among
young people, a large number of minors with deviant behavior manifested
in antisocial activities. In our study we view aggression as motivated de-
structive behavior that contradicts the norms and rules of people’s existence
in a society, causing harm to objects and bringing physical damage or psy-
chological discomfort to people.
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An offense is an act of aggression. Offenses committed by young
people is the result of poorly perceived aggression and the fact that a person
does not know how to deal with it and where to direct it.

The study involved 60 young people who were registered with the
Inspection of Juvenile Affairs of Teikovo aged 12 to 18 years. We studied
their attitude to the offense and received the following results: 43.3% of
respondents regret the act (wrongdoing), 40.1% — rather regret than not,
16.6% — do not regret it.

As can be seen, the majority of young adults who are registered with
the police regret the offense. They are not sufficiently aware of their mo-
tives, actions and their consequences. This confirms the theory of poorly
recognizable offenses as facts of aggressive manifestation.

We also noted that only 26.6% of respondents do not want to change
anything in their lives. Most young people want to get rid of bad habits,
begin to learn better, play sports and find new hobbies. Sometimes they
cannot cope with this on their own. In this case aggressive reactions are a
cry for help.

In this regard, educational institutions face the problem of preventing
aggression among youngsters: it is necessary to teach adolescents the most
important social skills, promote self-knowledge, assist in resolving intraper-
sonal and interpersonal conflicts, engage them in extracurricular pro-social
activities and participate in forming pro-social values and attitudes. The task
of law enforcement and social services is the secondary prevention of of-
fenses, i.e. conducting comprehensive work with those who have already
committed unlawful acts.

Further, it is important to study the influence of family relationships,
friendship and attitudes toward learning on the formation of the teenager's
personality and to reveal the features of deviations and aggressive
manifestations in these spheres.

MOLECULAR ELECTROSTATIC POTENTIAL
AS AN INDEX OF REACTIVITY IN ELECTROPHILIC
AROMATIC SUBSTITUTION

The ability to control the yield of products and the selectivity of the
process is one of the most important tasks in chemistry. This requires a de-
tailed knowledge of the interaction between the reagents, which is referred
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to as the mechanism of the reaction. Diagnosing the mechanisms of organic
reactions is one of the most difficult tasks of scientific research since a lot
of indirect evidence and a variety of methods are required to make a deci-
sion concerning the mechanism.

At a specific stage of the reaction aromatic electrophilic substitution
is used for the functionalization of aromatic hydrocarbons, namely for their
further use in organic synthesis (in particular, in the synthesis of drugs).
Molecular electrostatic potential (MEP) predicts molecular reactive beha-
viour. It is this potential, which is determined strictly according to the for-
mula, that allows the molecule to "see" or "feel" the approaching chemical
substance. It is well suited for research in the field of medicine (in receptor
medications), where the "recognition" of one molecule by another is essential.

In this study we have analyzed the relative reactivity of polymethyl-
benzenes in chlorination with molecular chlorine, nitration of substituted
benzene, and sulfonylation of aromatic compounds with benzenesulfonyl
chloride. For this purpose, a computer quantum-chemical theoretical calcu-
lation of the molecules DFT M06 / 6-311 + G* has been carried out.

The above-mentioned method is quite accurate and fast. Besides, it
allows to construct graphs illustrating the findings. Through the example of
these reactions it has been shown that the theory of MEP based on the DFT
theory and the GMLA principle in general adequately describes the electro-
philic reactivity of monosubstituted benzene in various electrophilic substi-
tution reactions and allows to predict both substrate and positional selectivi-
ty of reactions involving these substrates.

CONNECTION BETWEEN ADAPTIVE POTENTIAL
AND EMOTIONAL INTELLIGENCE INDICATORS

At present, due to the need for people to adapt to the modern society,
there are high demands on their emotional intelligence and adaptive re-
sources.

The success of adaptation depends on personality characteristics,
therefore it is difficult to overestimate the importance of emotional intelli-
gence. Due to the latter people comprehend the emotional sphere, i.c.
1) assess and control their own emotions, 2) understand and control other
people's emotions. A high level of emotional intelligence helps a person to
take deliberate and balanced actions in stressful situations, which increases
the chances of successful adaptation.
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Investigating the correlation between emotional intelligence and per-
sonal adaptive potential is important today because this subject has not been
sufficiently researched. To date, there exist several approaches to under-
standing its nature and structure, but a unified and generally accepted theory
has not yet been developed.

Adaptive potential is the combination of all the personal qualities
and abilities allowing one to successfully adapt to environmental conditions.
The failure of adaptation processes, i.e. “disadaptation” manifested in all
areas of activity may be caused by high emotional stress.

The purpose of this study is to determine whether there is a correla-
tion between personal adaptive potential and emotional intelligence.

50 students of the Faculty of Biology and Chemistry of Ivanovo
State University aged 19 to 22 took part in the study using the multi-level
"Adaptability" questionnaire and Lyusin’s E.I. questionnaire.

The findings of the research demonstrate that the students of IvSU
predominantly have a low personal adaptive potential. Besides, the analysis
of the data obtained showed that the respondents mainly have average val-
ues of behavioral regulation, communicative potential, and moral
normativity.

According to the correlation between personal adaptive potential and
emotional intelligence, a direct ratio has been revealed, namely the higher
the level of emotional intelligence, the higher the level of personal adaptive
potential.

Thus, personal adaptive potential is realized through the manage-
ment of emotions, communicative potential being manifested through the
management of other people's emotions and behavioral regulation through
the management of one’s own emotions.
