DIAGNOSIS OF MATHEMATICAL COMPETENCE
IN SECONDARY SCHOOL STUDENTS

One of the most common problems of modern education is that
students cannot apply their knowledge and skills to the solution of practical
problems. Therefore a modern teacher, along with the knowledge, skills and
abilities should form and develop different competences of the students, in
particular, subject competences.

After analyzing the existing literature on the subject we have come
to the conclusion that the ways in which mathematical competence in
students (including those from primary schools) is formed and developed
are quite diverse. However, diagnosing the level of subject competences
still presents considerable difficulty both in theory and in practice.

In our research we have analyzed the data sources and the already
existing diagnostics of mathematical competence. We have found that most
diagnostic tests are based on material from algebra and basic mathematical
analysis and address senior students. At the same time the branch of
geometry is also an essential part of school mathematical curriculum and
plays an important role in grades 7-9.

Therefore the main targets of our research are to develop diagnostic
tasks on the material of geometry, to test them and to identify the conditions
the creation of which will allow to diagnose successfully the level of
mathematical competence in students.

These may include:

- identifying the components of mathematical competence the
development of which takes place while studying the subject in question
(i.e. geometry);

- describing each component of mathematical competence which is
to be identified,

- determining the levels of their mastering;

- working out tasks for identifying each level of mathematical
competence;

- introducing scales for diagnosing the level of competence;

- conducting a quantitative and qualitative interpretation of the
diagnosis results.

THE AQUEOUS AND CRYSTALLINE FORMS OF L-ALANINE

L-alanine (LA) is the smallest, naturally occurring chiral amino acid
with a non-reactive hydrophobic methyl group (-CH3) as a side chain. LA
has the zwitterionic form (*NH;-C,H,-COQ") both in crystal and in
aqueous solution over a large range of pH. The crystalline state is well
defined structurally and can be successfully used for a detailed examination
of a broad range of molecular properties.

In contrast to the success in studying an alanine in the solid state,
experimental studies have not yielded any conformational information about
a-alanine in aqueous solution, having mainly focused on information
concerning the structure of the hydration shell and the interactions between
water molecules and amino acid residues.

As a result of this lack of experimental information regarding the
alanine’s structure in water, the experimental zwitterionic structure of
alanine amino acid which is derived from solid state crystallographic data is
often considered to be also valid for L-alanine in aqueous media. However,
the origin for the L-alanine’s zwitterionic form is different in crystal and in
water.

To address the problem of a different nature of the alanine’s
zwitterionic forms in crystal and water, scientists have performed density-
functional theory (DFT) electronic-structure and molecular dynamics
calculations for L-alanine in aqueous solution and in crystalline phase. The
effects of hydration are modelled explicitly by considering a relatively large
number of water molecules (50) distributed around a L-alanine zwitterion.
The dynamics of the whole system was treated fully quantum mechanically.
Physicists compared the calculated L-alanine zwitterion structures in water
and in solid state. By means of analysis of molecular dynamics trajectories
and charge density distribution scientists studied the role of intermolecular
hydrogen bonding interactions and their influence on molecular properties.

STRUCTURE OF BENZENESULFONIC ACID DERIVATIVES:
ATHEORETICALAND EXPERIMENTAL STUDY

Arenesulfonic acids and their derivatives are important industrial
chemicals. These compounds are the basis for the synthesis of many
pharmaceuticals, crop protectants, high temperature polymers, food
supplements, dyes, detergents, etc. They also serve as acid catalysts in many
organic reactions.

Several series of gaseous aromatic sulfoderivatives have been
intensively researched in our laboratory since 2000 (in particular, replaced
substances of ArSO,OH arensulfonic acids, ArSO,0CH3; methyl esters,
ArSO,NH, amides and ArSO,NHNH, hydrazides).

Studying free molecules we can quantitatively describe distinct
features of their structure and nuclear dynamics, which define the behavior
of a molecule in different processes and provide a framework for physical
models to describe their properties.

Quantum-chemical methods have shown that a benzenesulfonic
acid molecule has two mirror conformers (enantiomers) with C; symmetry,
which can transform into each other through the transition state of Cs
symmetry. Both B3LYP and MP2 methods show the same structure of the
enantiomers, but MP2/cc-pVVDZ method suggests the possibility of over-
barrier transition between enantiomers at the temperature of the electron
diffraction experiment (ED), whereas the height of the barrier, according to
B3LYP and MP2 experiments, is comparable with the thermal energy. It has
been established that C1 model is more consistent with the ED data. In this
model the single S-O(N) bond is almost orthogonal to the plane of the
benzene ring, and the O-H bond almost overshadows one of the S=O bonds.

Similar procedures have been carried out for the other objects
under consideration. As a result, a scheme of conformer formation has been
put forward. The results of these experiments will be included in the
MOGADOC international reference book, which will foster the
development of stereochemistry.

THE ANALYSIS OF INTERRELATIONSHIP
BETWEEN LABOR RELEASE AND JOB CREATION FACTORS
IN THE REGIONAL LABOUR MARKET

In any region in the context of a dynamic marketing environment
there is a continuous process of job creation, new industry sectors
development and, at the same time, job elimination and decline in other
industry sectors.

The situation in Ivanovo Region during the last 20 years is the
brightest example. Non-diversified cotton industry has almost collapsed.
Quite a while ago Ivanovo Region administration chose a strategy for the
development of such new industries as trade, sewing industry and tourism.

It is necessary to estimate the economic strength of these industries
and decide to which extent their further development is useful for the
region. These processes were caused by multiple factors, but it is possible to
distinguish the factors, which turned to be the aftermath of a general
recessionary state of economy in Ivanovo Region, drop in production, cut-
off of economic ties, etc.

However, it does not mean that these processes lead only to such
essential negative consequences as unemployment. If anything, they give
the region a chance to move to an absolutely new level of development.
Ivanovo Region administration should monitor these processes and make
sure that they run in parallel with each other. Under expert control
redistribution of labor contributes to efficiency enhancement when using
production facilities and labor potential, improvement of occupational skill
structure of regional labor and, as a result, further development of
peripheral industries in the region.

We aim at analyzing the interrelations between the processes of labor
release and job creation, finding discrepancies between them, and bringing
forward the ways to eliminate these discrepancies.

PREVENTIVE ACTIONS IN RISK MANAGEMENT SYSTEM
OF COMMERCIAL BANKS

The global financial crisis of 2008 — 2010 revealed a number of
serious problems in commercial banks management. The banks which had
been profitable and financially stable until this moment could not withstand
adverse external influences. In «Development Strategy for the Banking
Sector of the Russian Federation for the period until 2015» the Government
and the Central Bank, taking into account the lessons of the crisis, state the
need for further work to improve the banking sector stability among other
things by means of improving the quality of corporate governance and risk
management in banking institutions.

In the context of banking instability and uncertainty a transition to
preventive management can become a foundation for effective risk
management. It is a scientific-methodological set of measures to manage a
banking institution based on the development and implementation of
coordinated proactive actions aimed at preventing and minimizing damage
by the risk impacts, maximizing owners’ equity and ensuring the
profitability of its operations.

Two main approaches are characteristic of preventive risk
management in commercial banks:

- corrective approach, which includes proactive actions to reduce the
severity of risk impacts;

- preventive approach, according to which proactive actions aim at
eliminating risks.

Preventive risk management is based on methods intended to timely
identify the exposure to all kinds of risks, limit potential losses, as well as
strengthen preventive measures to reduce the level of risks, notably: risk
restriction and/or aversion, regulatory framework formation and updating,
control, management informing and management report making,
technological development, security enforcement, and some others.

Focusing on the problems of preventive risk management in general
and on the spectrum of the above activities in particular is a step towards the
creation of effective risk management system.

MODELING PROPERTIES OF POLYMERIC MATERIALS

The aim of this research is to study the various thermodynamic and
structural properties of polymeric materials using different methods.

The methods of studying polymers can be divided into three groups:
1) experimental, 2) theoretical and 3) computer modeling. The third method
became rather popular about twenty years ago and now it can give reliable
results in solving a large class of problems.

In this work the field-theoretic approach of investigation based on
the method of Gaussian equivalent representation (GER) is used, which
allows to go beyond the mean field level of approximation. Gaussian
equivalent representation method is an approach for calculating functional
integrals. This approach has been developed and successfully applied in
quantum physics. Presently GER is actively used for description of
thermodynamic and structural properties of polyelectrolyte solutions of
flexible and semi-flexible chains.

Polyelectolytes belong to the class of glycosaminoglycans.
Glycosaminoglycans are long unbranched polysaccharides consisting of a
repeating disaccharide unit. They play an important role in the human
organism. For example, chondroitin sulfate is a significant structural
component of cartilages and provides much of their resistance to
compression.

In this research solutions of polyelectrolytes with added low
molecular weight salts are studied. The main principle in modeling polymer
properties according to this approach is to use an adjusting parameter to
coordinate theoretical osmotic pressure and experimental data. Then, using
approximation of osmotic pressure received through GER, it is possible to
calculate other thermodynamic and structural properties of the solutions.
They include compressibility, mean force potential, entropy, radius of
gyration and others.

COST ACCOUNTING AND CALCULATION ASSOCIATED
WITH RENDERING SERVICES AT DENTAL HOSPITALS

The features of dentistry as a medical specialty include a great
variety of technologies, tools, equipment, techniques, level of training,
organizational and management systems. Every dental hospital looks for its
own model and works out its own concept of cost calculation. Thus, dental
care is a specific commodity. The cost of services comprises the money
equivalent of labor, materials, capital assets, energy and other expenses.
Dental services may consist of a set of detailed services.

When calculating a detailed service cost it is necessary to know
about the labor input and cost expressed by time expenditures, which
include the types and amount of medications taken and the number of
medical workers providing this service, and to know about the expenses of
an organization in general. Labor standard of medical staff includes
quantitative and qualitative composition of medical workers providing this
service. When calculating the cost of one doctor’s appointment, total
expenditures of a particular organization (monthly, quarterly, or others) are
divided by the labor standard of medical staff during the same period
expressed by time expenditures. Therefore, the value of one minute is
calculated, and then through multiplying it by the standard time duration the
cost of the corresponding service is estimated. Having estimated the cost of
detailed services it is possible to pass on to common services cost
calculation, i.e. estimate the cost of a full disease treatment.

This technique has an advantage — having estimated the cost of
detailed services and arranged them in appropriate groups, it is possible to
estimate the cost of a full disease treatment.

Thus, accounting records of a dental hospital expenses and service
cost calculation are an important means of identifying production reserves,
constant monitoring of material, labor and financial resources use in order
to improve profitability. This explains why the segment of production
expenses and service cost calculation takes the most important place in the
organizational system.

MILITARY MEN'S OPINIONS ON THE PRESTIGE OF MILITARY
SERVICE

Does the army work as a channel of social mobility in modern
society? To answer this question it is necessary to find out if military service
is prestigious nowadays. The opinions of military men on this matter
indicate the level of military service prestige.

In order to find out the views of military men on military service
prestige we conducted a pilot research at the military base of Teykovo in
2010. To achieve the goal, we had to get respondents’ answers to several
questions. Having analyzed the obtained data we came to a few important
conclusions.

Firstly, the largest percentage of respondents (52.5%) chose
“average ability” answering the question about the possibility of getting
education during the period of military service. Secondly, among the factors
that encourage career development military men emphasized personal
perseverance and ambition to build a career (95%), education (90%), and
participation in military operations in hot spots (75%). Thirdly, military men
chose “lack of aiming at career progress” and “education” among the
reasons of possible obstacles. Finally, the highest percentage of respondents
(80%) chose “availability of such opportunities” while answering the
question about the possibility of developing in-demand skills for civil
service.

Thus, after having studied the information we got it can be said
that military men believe military service prestige is not decreasing for they
acknowledge that there are opportunities for getting education and
developing professional skills that will be in-demand in civil service; they
also name the factors contributing to career advancement, which in turn
proves that army works as a channel of social mobility.

To sum up, we clarified the ideas of military men of military service
prestige that is not decreasing. This enables us to assume that the army is a
channel of social mobility.

CATCHPHRASES FROM THE FILM
“IVAN VASILIEVICH CHANGES PROFESSION”
IN THE MODERN RUSSIAN LANGUAGE

Catchphrases attract an ever increasing attention of linguists, this
being due in particular to the advancement of the citing culture, which is
typical of the postmodern epoch with its all-pervading intertextuality.
Though most Russian catchphrases originate from literature, in the 20"
century the cinema became another substantial source of catchphrases.

Leonid Gaidai, an outstanding Soviet film director, shot a number of
scintillating comedies that have given rise to dozens of catchphrases. “Ivan
Vasilievich Changes Profession” is probably the most notable one in this
respect.

Analysis of a range of catchphrases stemming from this film has
shown that they are actively used in fiction books and media, as well as in
oral speech, blogs, forums and web-sites. In most cases, these catchphrases
occur in headlines and serve as an attention-getting device (e.g., the name of
a popular dance show “Taniyror Bce!” (‘Everybody dance!”)).

As a rule, the catchphrases retain the same meaning as in the film.
However, there are cases of their associative usage in other situations.
Metaphotical shifts are occasionally observed as well (e.g. the catchphrase
“3amypoBaiu, nemonsl!” (‘Mured me up, demons!”) may refer to obstacles
of any kind, such as censorship, lack of time, etc.).

The contexts in which a particular catchphrase is used vary from
everyday speech to social and political discourse. One of the most
interesting phenomena is the regular usage of catchphrases with the
component “tsar” while commenting on the political situation in Russia and
the Ukraine.

Furthermore, it has been found that the catchphrases under analysis
are subject to simplification of structure and semantic changes, which
means their complete inclusion into the language system. Thus, they have
undoubtedly enriched the phraseological stock and expressive power of the
Russian language.

POLITICIANS IN POLITICAL NETWORKS: ACTORS OR
INSTRUMENTS? COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF YAMAL-
EUROPE AND NORD STREAM PROJECTS

Political network is a set of relatively stable interrelations non-
hierarchical and interdependent by their nature binding a variety of actors
who share common interests concerning politics and who exchange
resources to advance these interests admitting that cooperation is the best
way to reach common aims. The study of networks is very promising due to
its novelty and actuality and seems to be very popular among academicians.

Foremost such an interest is connected with the raising amount of
political networks. The networks have also appeared during the fulfillment
of projects of Yamal-Europe and Nord Stream gas pipelines. Prominent
European politicians have been invoked in them. In case of Yamal-Europe
pipeline President of Belarus Alexander Lukashenko has played an
important role in its fulfillment while political and advertising support for
Nord Stream pipeline has been provided by ex-chancellor of Germany
Gerhard Schroder. While studying the above-mentioned projects we have to
define whether Lukashenko and Schrdder are their actors or not.

To distinguish a network actors from its participants and instruments
there’s a number of methods which are to be applied in complex: 1) position
method (actors should hold key positions in the analyzed network); 2)
decision method (actors should take collective decisions or influence them);
3) reputation method (actors should possess power to “move and shake” the
network); 4) interrelationship method (actors should have important
political relations with members of other systems).

Having applied this complex of methods of analysis to Lukashenko
and Schrode one can conclude that the first one is an actor of the political
network as he holds a key position there and the second one is an instrument
of the political network as his decisions can’t influence network decisions,
though he holds one of the important positions in it, has influence enough to
advance its decisions and has wide business relations due to his previous
working experience in politics.
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THE UNEMPLOYMENT PROBLEM AS ARESULT OF
INTRODUCING LEGISLATION ON FEE-BASED SECONDARY
EDUCATION

The problem of unemployment is one of the most important socio-
economic problems nowadays. Lack of money and job loss means a decline
in the living standard for most people. It is not surprising, therefore, that the
problem of unemployment is often a political debate topic. This explains the
relevance of studying the phenomenon of unemployment: its causes,
development trends, impact factors, as well as consequences.

The State Duma adopted the Federal Act of the Russian Federation
of 8 May 2010, N 83-FZ “On Introducing Amendments to Certain
Legislative Acts of the Russian Federation in Connection with the
Improvement of the Legal Status of State (Municipal) Institutions”,
according to which secondary education in Russia will be fee-based starting
from 1 September 2013.

The only thing that a child can get free of charge is a set of basic
subjects, which include Russian, English, Mathematics, Physical Education
and History. Parents will have to pay for such subjects as Arts, Music,
Computer Studies, Physics, Chemistry, Biology and others. Preliminary
figures indicate that the cost of education will be approximately 6-7
thousand rubles per month. This is about 54-70 thousand rubles a year and
about 630 thousand rubles for 11 years of secondary education.

Thus, not every family will be able to pay for at least half of fee-
based subjects to educate their children. The need for education will decline
sharply. It will be easier for parents to find tutors of additional subjects,
which are required to enter a higher education institution. Teachers of Arts,
Music and other disciplines can even lose their job. Teachers’ subspecialties
will create significant barriers in finding employment. The psychological
factor is also important. A person who has been working with children for
years will not be able to realize his/her potential in a different field. As a
result, there may appear a demoralized social stratum.
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THE LUXEMBOURG PROCESS

The Luxembourg process was initiated in November 1997 by
Extraordinary European Council on Employment in Luxembourg. The goals
of the process included increasing the coherence of the European Union and
member state policy and establishing higher employment rates across the
EU. The goals could be achieved by establishing European and national
targets for employment and by building laws upon the Social Charter and
other EU legislations. The process was also inspired by the Growth and
Stability Pact, which established guidelines for restructuring public
spending. The Luxembourg process did not hold the status of binding
legislation but it forced member states to develop social policy aims.

The Luxembourg process was based on four pillars: employability
(preventing long-term unemployment and increasing training efforts),
entrepreneurship (making it easier to start up and run business, particularly
small and medium-sized business), adaptability (reaching a higher degree of
flexibility in productive systems and working relations in a changing
environment) and equal opportunities (equal rights for men and women, as
well as for the people with disabilities). The Member States had to submit
reports and Action Plans in order to evaluate their efforts to adhere to the
four pillars of the Luxembourg process and to assess general state progress
on employment.

Documents adopted due to the Luxemburg process are notable
because they indicate the width of social relations and institutions through
which European-level policies can influence people’s lives. Through the
Action Plans and their annual evaluation by the Commission it is clear that
the Luxembourg process was intended to make the member state reach the
ultimate goal — a higher employment rate (in the large Community members
are compared with each other on a broad range of social markers). Indeed,
the EU seemed to have strived to the highest employment rate possible.
National employment pacts demonstrated how this peak has pushed a
process of identifying people’s needs and prospecting for the needs at the
local level throughout the EU.
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RUSSIAN ANTI-AMERICANISM

Dislike for the USA is quite an ancient phenomenon. As well as
many other stereotypes of the same nature, anti-Americanism is rather
multi-faced, diverse and self-contradictory. Dislike for the United States, on
the one hand, is global and has common characteristics, and on the other
hand, it is unique for each nation.

Anti-Americanism is generally defined as a complicated political
and ideological, social and psychological, cultural and historical
phenomenon of mass consciousness, expressed in the form of negative
feelings to the policy, culture and way of life of the USA and to the
Americans but in a lesser degree. It is important to point out that anti-
Americanism is still “alive” despite the fact that people use everything
“American”.

Nowadays a high level of anti-American trends is common for
different regions of the world. According to the data of sociological surveys
anti-Americanism is also common for modern Russia: the US is seen by a
large amount of Russians as an unfriendly nation. Moreover, according to
annual surveys, made by Russian sociological services, the USA is regularly
placed by Russians into the list of enemies. During the last decade, the
achievements and failures of our country, standards and values, culture and
politics, the economy and education are compared with the American
standard.

The characteristic feature of Russian anti-Americanism is that it is
necessary for the national identity of Russia. For Russian people it is a
means to feel self-important, to express themselves, their values and other
things which are important for them.

Scholars note several aspects related to the problem of anti-
Americanism in contemporary Russia. Firstly, anti-Americanism in Russian
society has mainly casual character. Secondly, anti-American trends in
Russia are often a reaction to the USA foreign policy and its manifestations.
Finally, the dynamics of anti-Americanism is connected with the state of the
American-Russian relations.
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SWISS POLICY ON EUROPE

Today the Swiss policy on Europe and the EU is based on the topics:

1. Switzerland at the heart of Europe. The Confederation and the EU
have common languages and cultures, share common values and history.
They are the most important political and economic partners developing
intensive relations in trade, services, and direct investments.

2. The bilateral approach. They say that policy on Europe is the
politics of interests. Here it means: extensive, mutual market access,
pragmatic, trade-made solutions, treaties in clearly demarcated areas,
continual step-by-step creation of a range of agreements since 1972.
Switzerland adheres to a policy of openness and cooperation with the EU.

3. The bilateral agreements. The bilateral way has become the
“recipe of success” for Switzerland. That’s why the relation to the EU is to
be continued along this way. The fist bilateral agreement was signed in 1972
on free trade. In 1999 and 2004 Bilaterals I and 11 were signed, which has as
the result easier access to labour, goods and service markets, political
cooperation, and improved economic framework conditions.

4. Solidarity with Europe. Switzerland participates in the Council of
Europe, OSCE, NEAT, different peace missions, and contributes to the
enlargement of the EU.

5. Next steps. According to the position of the Federal Council the
country participates actively in the realization of common goals in Europe.
The bilateral sectoral agreements are the instrument by means of which
Switzerland’s interests can be best defended. Swiss policy on Europe has
proven its worth and continues to remain practicable. However, the bilateral
path has become more difficult. Certain institutional issues are to be
resolved.

So Switzerland and the EU should observe some core principles for
the further development of the bilateral relations. They should respect the
sovereignty of both parties, avoiding the automatic adoption of the EU
legislation. Institutional mechanisms must facilitate the implementation of
the agreements. There should be equivalent framework conditions for both
partners and Switzerland pursues its policy of solidarity.
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CONTEMPORARY ACCOUNTING MANAGEMENT
IT SOLUTIONS

IT market has already developed by now and there are many generic

In the United States of America there is even a professional degree called
Certified Public Accountant (c.p.a.), which allows them to provide different
kinds of bookkeeping services on their own. There are a lot of personal
AMS solutions which are both the same and different (POSI, QX,
INFINITY, etc.). They all have the necessary bookkeeping functions, such
as measurement and even analytics.

Oracle Inc. is one of the most influential IT vendors that provides
one of its best corporate IT-solutions “Oracle E-Business Suite” with the
accounting subsystem. Microsoft Corporation offers its “Microsoft Office
Small Business Accounting”, which is one of the best bookkeeping
solutions ever. IBM’s “I” is one of the most successful and enduring
business computing solutions for doing bookkeeping.

Unfortunately, there are few Russian examples of AMS solutions for
Russian companies that do not need to pursue the IPO. The most well-
known Russian Enterprise Resource Planning (ERP) solution
“1C:Enterprise” has a built-in AMS, which is not allowed in the rest of the
world. Furthermore, backdated data editing is prohibited everywhere,
except for Russian IT solutions, where it is proposed as an extra option.

One of the most optimistic things about Russian AMS market is
“Elba”, the project of Kazan Integration Company “Kontur”, which is the
only bookkeeping solution based on cloud architecture for small-scale
enterprises that operate under simplified tax system. According to the
vendor, this software will help to organize this IT solutions market for
Small to Medium Business (SMB) segment.
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MATHEMATICAL MODELING
OF TRANSPORT STREAMS DYNAMICS

The relevance of mathematical modeling in relation to traffic is
determined by the following properties of transport systems:

- the increase in the capacity of networks caused by the increase in
demand and its redistribution in new conditions;

- the unpredictability of each driver’s behavior (route choice, driving
manner, etc.);

- the influence of random factors (road accidents, weather, etc.) and
the fluctuations connected with seasons, days off and holidays.

On the scale of a city agglomeration we explore, for example, how
the construction of a new residential area or a capacious center of citizen
attraction will influence the transport system of the city. The problems of
local order include, for instance, exploring the results of a re-planning of an
intersection, an expansion of a carriageway, etc.

For this purpose we have set forth the following tasks.

1. Creating hydrodynamic models of transport streams.

The transport stream can be considered as a stream of one-
dimensional compressed liquid, assuming that the stream remains and there
is a one-to-one dependence between the speed and the density of the
transport stream. The first assumption is expressed by the continuity
equation. The second is expressed by functional dependence between speed
and density.

2. Application of transport streams preservation law.

3. Application of Lighthill-Whitham’s model playing an important
role in the theory of transport streams.

The model is based on the following assumptions:

- the transport stream is continuous, its density is the number of cars
occupying a unit of length of the road;

- the size of a stream is equal to the number of cars crossing line X in
a unit of time defined by local density.

As a result, we have created a programme code which models
transport movement on a one-strip road between two intersections.
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ANTIBIOTICS - ABLESSING OR A CURSE FOR MANKIND?

For many centuries mankind has been attacked by numerous
infections, that resulted in great losses of people’s lives. Rescue came only
in the twentieth century with the discovery of antibiotics. However, after
some time people began talking about antibiotics as the enemy Killing all
living things. And yet scientific minds cannot arrive to a definite opinion
what antibiotics are — good or evil.

Antibiotics are substances of natural or semi-synthetic origin that
inhibit the growth of living cells, most prokaryotic or protozoa. After 1940 a
great number of antimicrobial agents were obtained. Since then they have
got their name «antibiotics». Several systems of classification of antibiotics
have been developed and they have been based upon different criteria:
origin, antimicrobial properties, toxicity to animals, solubility and chemical
nature. There are 2 main types of action of antibiotics on bacteria:
bacteriostatic and bactericidal. Antibiotics with a bacteriostatic affect do not
allow bacteria to be reproduced. Bactericidal antibiotics cause bacteria to
die. Each group of antibiotics is effective against certain types of bacteria
which is connected with different mechanisms of action of these drugs.
Antibiotics are widely used in medicine, agriculture and in various sectors
of food and microbiological industries. Antibiotics help to cure severe
infections and inflammations. The main thing is to take them properly.

The attitude to antibiotics is different. Some people use them rather
often, others even on the doctor’s advice refuse to take them and try to treat
with folk remedies. Anyway, so far we cannot do without antibiotics. And
when you use them you should do it competently. And in conclusion we
must say that antibiotics are very complex and dangerous drugs unless used
with due regard. Due to their properties they can cure a person or be
harmful to him.
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CLOUD DATA STORAGE:
ITS ADVANTAGES AND DISADVANTAGES

Cloud storage is a model of networked online storage where data is
stored in virtualized pools of storage which are generally hosted by third
parties. Hosting companies operate large data centers, and people who
require their data to be hosted buy or lease storage capacity from them. The
data center operators, in the background, virtualize the resources according
to the requirements of the customer and expose them as storage pools,
which the customers can themselves use to store files or data objects. Cloud
storage services may be accessed through a web service application
programming interface or through a Web-based user interface.

It is difficult to pin down a canonical definition of cloud storage
architecture, but object storage is reasonably analogous.

The advantages of cloud storage are hard to overestimate. Users need
only pay for the storage they actually use. He can choose between off-
premise and on-premise cloud storage options, or a mixture of the two
options, depending on relevant decision criteria that is complementary to
initial direct cost savings potential; for instance, continuity of operations,
disaster recovery and security. Storage maintenance tasks, such as backup,
data replication, and purchasing additional storage devices are offloaded to
the responsibility of a service provider. Cloud storage provides users with
immediate access to a broad range of resources and applications hosted in
the infrastructure of another organization via a web service interface.

But still cloud storage may have some disadvantages. The main one
is that user needs an Internet connection. He also has to use strong security
passphrases when using cloud storage as his files may be insecure if this
area is weak. But even though his files may be secure, he will have less
control on how or where it is stored. The company that hosts your files can
choose how it stores the data on its virtual servers. Worst case scenario is if
the company goes out of business.
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IMPLEMENTATION OF HYBRID ASSISTIVE LIMB IN HUMAN
REHABILITATION AND HEAVY LABOR

This research is devoted to the problem of development of
exoskeleton, which can make life of humanity easier. This problem is rather
actual nowadays, as exoskeleton can help people with rehabilitation after
heavy physical injuries or it can be used for heavy labor at factories, rescue
support at disaster sites and entertainment field.

The history of development of HAL prototype started in 1988 when
the device was suggested by Dr. Sankai, a professor of Tsukuba University.
Contemporary HAL suit possesses both user-activated “voluntary control
system” and “robotic autonomous control system” for automatic motion
support.

One of the proposed main uses for exoskeleton would be enabling a
soldier to carry heavy objects while running or climbing stairs. Not only
could a soldier potentially carry more weight, but, presumably, he could
wield heavier armor and weapons. Another area of application could be
medical care, nursing in particular. Faced with the impending shortage of
medical professionals and increasing number of people in elderly care,
several teams of Japanese engineers have developed exoskeletons designed
to help nurses lift and carry patients.

The advantages of exoskeleton are that the suit bears all the weight
and person wearing the suit does not feel any stress in muscles. The
disadvantages are that users of the exoskeleton models marketed today must
have a relatively healthy skeleton and a well-functioning circulatory system
in order to be able to stand and walk with the assistance of mechanical legs.
Moreover, they must be able to use their upper bodies as three out of four
models require crutches.

Exoskeleton can be suitable in several industries such as medicine,
work on hazardous, etc. Cyberdyne began renting the suit out for hospital
use in 2012. By October 2012, over 300 HAL suits were in use by 130
medical facilities across Japan.
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THE EXTERNAL ENVIRONMENT:
THREATS AND OPPORTUNITIES

With the dawning of the postindustrial age of society production
system development, the pace of humanity integration into a single political,
economic and socio-cultural system has increased significantly. National
borders gradually disappear creating a single global market for goods and
services. As a result, we observe an increase in uncertainty and dynamism
of organizational external environment.

Nowadays, an important factor of a company’s high competitiveness
is its ability to adequately respond to changes in an organizational
environment. A lot of modern companies have successfully used elements
of strategic management in the practice of business, thereby overcoming the
threats that arise in connection with qualitative changes in the contact media
of organizations. Modern Russian business, adopting the experience of their
Western counterparts, unfortunately, is not fully aware of the importance of
being able to foresee and eliminate strategic threats, create a vision of the
future, and develop flexible growth strategies. Russian management
misunderstands the fact that it is the market that determines the quantity of
and the price at which you sell a particular product or service. This leads to
a reduction of Russian goods competitiveness in both global and national
markets. Undoubtedly, with the current trend towards complication of
relations among economic actors and competition aggravation among the
producers of various goods and services, Russian companies need the most
competent approach to the issue of organizational external environment.

The modern world is constantly changing, providing entities with
specific opportunities for improvement of certain types of activities. But
along with this, there are some threats which may result in cessation of
existence of an organization as an integral system. Therefore, it is necessary
to use different types of environment analysis in order to prevent negative
consequences.
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COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF COLLEGE SUBCULTURES
(THROUGH THE EXAMPLE OF IVANOVO STATE UNIVERSITY)

The question of subculture variations within organizations, in
particular, within higher education institutions, is essential nowadays.

To begin with, it is necessary to understand what a subculture is.
Having analyzed a number of relevant information sources, we drew a
conclusion that a subculture is a set of values characterizing a given
subgroup within an organization.

The essence of subcultures must correspond to the culture of an
organization; besides, there should be a general conceptual compatibility
between them. Without this there will be neither unanimity nor integrity of
organizational culture, and consequently, appropriate functioning of an
organization will also be impossible. A subculture should provide for a
certain microorganization mission accomplishment. As missions of various
microorganizations are different, the corresponding subcultures will also be
different. From the scientific point of view, there are a lot of subcultural
classifications.

All the above can be applied to the subcultures of Ivanovo State
University. It could be said that the subculture carriers distribution within
the university schools is the main criterion for the division of Ivanovo State
University as an organization into subcultures. Both the faculty and the
students are carriers of unique subcultural values. A school in turn is a
microorganization with a distinct mission. Speaking about the School of
Economics, it should be mentioned that its unique feature is a high level of
professors’ responsibility for their personal contribution into the work of the
faculty in general. It should also be noted that unlike the Schools of Physics
and Mathematics the rest of university schools are more focused on
practical aspects and activities. As for the students of various schools,
special values and norms characteristic for particular students of particular
schools can be distinguished as well. Here we can talk about specific
features of both behavior and appearance.
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STUDENT PROJECTS ASANEW METHOD OF RECRUITMENT

Student projects play a crucial role in recruitment worldwide. The
best organizations are interested in involving the most creative and
sagacious students in their activities. It is assumed that the young generation
can find new ways of problem solving that managers who have worked in
companies for many years cannot see because of their like-mindedness.

An employer can either organize a new championship or become a
sponsor of the existing one. The most popular championships in Russia are
Global Management Challenge, Banks Battle, Changellenge Cup, Future
Today Cup, Mckinsey Business Diving, Henkel Innovation Challenge,
Godwin Wong Business Plan Competition in Saint Petersburg State
University and many others. Every year thousands of Russian and
international students take part in these competitions with enthusiasm. No
wonder that companies like Coca Cola Hellenic, Procter & Gamble, Henkel,
Unilever or Microsoft who actively use students’ ideas do not have
problems with human resources.

To sum up, student projects are not just an effective new method of
recruitment that the best companies put into practice; they also offer
students an opportunity to get competitive advantages in the labor market.
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THE MONITORING OF THE BIRDS OF PREY
IN THE KLYAZMINSKY SPECIAL NATURE RESERVE
(2007-2012)

The monitoring of the birds of prey in the Klyazminsky special
nature reserve has been made since 1995. Every year (2007-2012) the
observation was held from June 30 to July 14. Our task was to study the
distribution and numbers of the birds of prey and the monitoring of these
species and their habitats. As a result, 17 species of the birds of prey were
registered during the whole investigation period. All these 17 species
belong to 3 families: Pandionidae, Accipitridae and Falconidae.

It was found out that the dominant in the population of the birds of
prey was a Black Kite, due to almost the doubling increase of the density of
the subdominant — a Common Buzzard. The number of Sparrow hawk and
Goshawk increased significantly. The number of Honey Buzzard in the
reserve is not high. Hen Harrier, Montagu's Harrier and Marsh Harrier were
registered on the periphery in the nature reserve. During the whole period
three nesting territories for Greater Spotted Eagle and two nesting territories
for Lesser Spotted Eagle were found. Kestrel was seen on the nesting
territory of a small town (Kholui) and some villages. Hobby and Merlin are
competitors on this territory.

Five species listed in the Red Data Book of Russia were registered
on the territory: Osprey, Short-toed Eagle, Greater Spotted Eagle, Lesser
Spotted Eagle and White-Tailed Eagle. Booted Eagle, that is a new species
for the Ivanovo region and the Klyazminsky special nature reserve, was
seen in 2007, 2009 and 2012. Ten species of these birds of prey are included
in the Red Data Book of the Ivanovo region. The number and the diversity
of the birds of prey are high in comparison with those in the other districts
of the Ivanovo region. To a large extent the biocenosis factors in the reserve
favourably influence the number and the diversity of the birds of prey,
eliminating human disturbance.
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THE PECULIARITIES OF TRANSIT ADVERTISING IN RUSSIA
AND ABROAD

Transit advertising is an effective means of product promotion, the
main objective of which is to easily achieve mass audience and introduce
them to your brand.

The aim of this research is to identify the advantages and
disadvantages of transit advertising over other forms of advertising and to
see how it is developing in Russia and abroad.

Transit advertising is usually advertising placed on public transport,
but it also includes a fixed static and electronic advertising at train and bus
stations and airport advertising.

Today transport advertising is most attractive because it is much
cheaper than advertising on many other advertising media. Such advertising
covers a mass audience and at the same time is very flexible. It can be easily
adjusted to the requirements of a territorial group. The audience may not
always be able to ignore ads as they would, for example, fast-forward
through commercial television or radio advertising, or scroll past ads in a
magazine. Besides transit advertising quickly goes beyond traditional
advertising print. New technology has allowed advertisers to explore
various media in transit advertising, for example, digital advertising on
plasma or LCD screens and interactive ads that allow you to scan a bar code
with your smart phone.

But transit advertising has its drawbacks. Advertisements on public
transport are very similar and often confused with each other. Among other
drawbacks consistent movement and thus inability for the customer to
absorb the information, and susceptibility to weather conditions and acts of
vandalism should be mentioned.

In America specialists have long recognized the advantages of transit
advertising, while in Russia it appeared only in the 90s and has a long way
to go. That is why it is important to study its advantages and peculiarities
using the experience of other countries in this sphere.
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ELIMINATION OF THE BOUNDARIES BETWEEN QUALITY
AND POPULAR PRESS
(comparative analysis of Russian and British newspapers)

Such terms as "quality press” and "tabloid" appeared a long time
ago. Over time the press has become a mass phenomenon and
newspapermen began to realize that not only the intellectuals but also the
middle class can be their readers.

In Russia, the features of this division can be traced since the 19th
century. Bulgarin’s newspaper Northern Bee showed all the features of the
present tabloid. It contained biased, sensational articles and even hidden
advertising. At the same time, there was Pushkin’s Contemporary, which
was considered the voice of intellectuals, the quality press.

The boundary, which was so clear in the 19th century, recently has
started to disappear. There have appeared “qualoids”, i.e. newspapers,
which combine the features of the yellow and quality press. For example, in
Russia there is qualoid Komsomolskaya Pravda, and in Britain - The Sunday
Express. The analysis of the contents of these newspapers could be helpful
in understanding how the two types of print media coexist in the same
edition.

It is clearly seen, that they can coexist in a symbiotic relationship.
“Yellow” articles attract mass audience and increase the circulation of the
newspaper. Quality articles attract intelligent readers and raise the status of
the newspaper. But such confusion cannot be considered safe. We can see
the dominance of “yellow” articles in most of the current qualoids. For
example, in The Sunday Express about 50 percent of the articles are
“yellow”. The number of such articles in Komsomolskaya Pravda is even
more, sometimes you can hardly find a good analytical article in it.

The analysis makes it possible to conclude that in a qualoid, either
Russian or British, we can see the predominance of yellow articles.
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ATTITUDES TOWARD AMERICANS AND THE USA:
STEREOTYPES FORMED AMONG THE RESIDENTS
OF IVANOVO

With the collapse of the Soviet Union and the end of the Cold War
the confrontation between the two superpowers, the USSR and the USA,
became a thing of the past. But the consciousness of people changes slower
than the course of historical events and the bygone stereotypes and
prejudices remain in it for a long time.

As in most European countries, there is a cautious attitude toward the
United States in Russia. Public polling results suggest that anti-americanism
is characteristic of modern Russia — the USA is taken as a foreign enemy by
a significant part of Russians. They accuse the USA of spreading mass
culture false values, which results in the destruction of Russian culture and
gender order as well.

For Russian respondents the USA is a rich country with highly
developed economics and independent and sound policy. Americans are
enterprising, rich and well-off. Slightly less than half of the respondents
gave such an answer. Among the positive qualities of Americans Russians
distinguish patriotism, law-obedience, civility and education. Arrogance,
stupidity, impudence, boasting, unreasobable assuredness are classified as
negative qualities.

According to the survey conducted in Ivanovo within the framework
of a joint Russian-American project “Russia and the United States:
Paradoxes of (self-) Knowledge”, it can be said that the strongest anti-
americanism is expressed by young people (18-29 years of age), and the
positive attitude prevails among respondents who are over 60 years of age.
Prejudice against Americans is typical of almost everyone. There can be
identified a generalized blurred image — “a fat smiling bigheaded man
wearing a baseball cap and smoking a cigar.”
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TO THE QUESTION OF RESTITUTION OF CULTURAL VALUES
IN THE POSTWAR PERIOD

Restitution is understood as a form of material compensation for
damage resulting from the misuse of the international act by restoring the
state that existed before it occurs. The law of restitution is the law of gains-
based recovery. This issue includes such aspects as socio-cultural, political,
legal, specifically historical. The study of the results of the Great Patriotic
War on the export of cultural values of both sides are in the focus of the
present research. In wartime, cultural values turned out to be the item of the
export by major participants of the Second World War. Trophy cultural
values or trophy art was exported to different countries participating in
World War 11. However, the relationship between Germany and the USSR is
of a particular importance in the context of the problem under investigation.

At the meetings of the International Military Tribunal at Nuremberg
it was proved that the actions of German soldiers and officers had been
planned. Cultural values had been taken by the German invaders even out of
memorials and family vaults. A prominent figure in Soviet culture, the artist
and the historian of art I.E. Grabar in 1943 considered the compensation of
art treasures and looted art from German museums necessary. After the
Soviet Army entered Germany, special "Trophy Brigades” confiscated
works of art that were secretly kept in spetshran.

The solution to this controversial issue had been looked for during
the Second World War as well as in the postwar period. This problem
became even more relevant in the late 1980's and 1990's. A new stage of
restitution includes sharing the information on the issue between Russian
and German scientists. The information concerning looted art is becoming
more open nowadays.
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THE CURRENT STATE OF THE LABOUR MARKET
IN IVANOVO REGION

There are a lot of problems in the labor market of lvanovo Region.
Despite the fact that the situation is now improving, we would like to pay
attention to graduate employment problems, which are important and quite
relevant to college students and graduates today.

The first problem is the excessive number of white-collar workers.
According to Ivanovo Region Labor Committee, seamstresses, weavers,
unskilled laborers, gardeners, maintenance workers, and drivers are in keen
demand, whereas economists, sociologists, and lawyers are less often called
for.

The second problem is the lack of graduate student competitiveness
in the labor market. Though there is no call for liberal arts more and more
students choose humanities departments. When they graduate from college,
they realize that it is very difficult to find a job. Most organizations want
experienced and highly skilled staff. This fact makes young specialists stay
in the background.

The Head of Social Analysis Center at the Institute of Globalization
and Social Achievements Anna Ochkina says that graduates face the
problem of hidden unemployment. Sociologists use this term with regard to
young professionals who take jobs requiring lower qualifications after the
graduation (e.g. when an engineer works as a salesperson).

The problem of unemployment is caused by the fact that the
government and universities do not pay enough attention to graduate
employment. In our region only Ivanovo State Power University still has a
program for graduate employment. The situation would improve if the state
and higher education institutions were interested in it. Employers also have
to be involved in collaboration with university graduates. In one of his
video blogs the Prime Minister of the Russian Federation Dmitry Medvedev
stated that the index of graduate employment should be one of university
work criteria.

We think that to solve this problem students should be more serious
when choosing their future profession. It is also impossible to change
anything without the support of the state, universities and employment
offices.
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ALCOHOL ABUSE AMONG COLLEGE STUDENTS:
THE CURRENT SITUATION AT IVANOVO STATE UNIVERSITY

The problems of young people in Russia are not just the problems of
younger generation; they are also the problems of society in general. Our
society’s today and future depend on their solution. On the one hand, these
problems are interrelated and based on objective processes in the modern
world. On the other hand, they have their own specific character. The
problem of alcoholism among the youngsters is particularly acute
nowadays. This is the problem we want to discuss through the example of
our university students.

In the course of work we set two tasks: 1) to identify characteristic
features and causes of alcohol abuse among students of Ivanovo State
University; 2) to explore students’ opinions on alcohol use.

As a rule, students name the following reasons for drinking alcohol:
1) it helps them relax, feel happy and ease their worries; 2) it is associated
with positive emotions; 3) they feel the desire to try something new; 4) they
depend on other people’s opinions.

Young adults are likely to be influenced by modern alcohol
stereotypes, i.e. alcohol makes one feel excited and cheerful. Though such
arguments about alcohol benefits are a common mistake and everyone
knows about its effects on the body, the amount of alcohol use among
students does not decrease. On the contrary, more than half of them say that
they like the feeling of alcohol intoxication.

Another factor of students’ opinions on alcohol is their attitude to
total abstainers. We got the following responses: 1) surprise — 30% (these
young people cannot imagine a holiday without heating drinks; a person
who refuses to drink alcohol during a party causes bewilderment); 2)
dissatisfaction — 6.6% (the youngsters agree to drink not to displease their
friends); 3) resentment — 10% (when a person refuses to share a drink); 4)
compassion — 13.3%; 5) respect — 10%.

Thus, the results show that the problem of alcohol abuse among
young population is becoming widespread, since many youngsters have
lately drunk a variety of alcoholic beverages and see nothing terrible in it.
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THE USE OF HUMOUR IN MODERN ADVERTISING

One of the main purposes of advertising is to simulate a positive
brand image with the help of positive emotions and "attach™ it to the product
or service. The purpose of humorous ads is to create a good mood and
"paste” it to the advertised product or service. Humor can undoubtedly be
used very effectively in advertising, but humor needs to be used with care.
To be successful, it must help focus on the brand and the intended
communication; otherwise, it can actually destroy the effectiveness of the
ad.

The aim of this research is to summarize the techniques which are
used in advertisements containing humor. It is necessary to define the
concept of humour related to advertising, to classify the varieties of comic
advertising and to work out the guidelines to be followed to create a comic
ad.

There are many methods of creating comic effect in advertising,
which mostly depend on verbal means of expression such as allegory,
hyperbole parody, sarcasm, irony and many others. Humorous advertising is
best suited for situations when it is necessary to strengthen the already
existing positive attitude of consumers to a certain trademark. To use humor
effectively and not ruin the whole advertising campaign, humour has to
meet two basic requirements. Firstly, it should not be flat and commonplace.
Flat and vulgar humour offends people with high intellectual standards and
will serve as a rather anti-advertising. And, secondly, the advertiser should
laugh not at the consumer but together with him.

The researchers argue that humor should fit the target audience.
Advertising should consider the tastes, expectations and feelings of the
potential audience. It is always advisable not to rely on your own taste but
to test advertisements with humorous effect on the target audience.

Broadly speaking, funny ads are more likely to be memorable than
others - half of the world’s most impactful ads are humorous. Advertising
humor can be extraordinarily effective when it is used correctly.
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SOCIAL MOBILITY OF STUDENTS
AT IVANOVO STATE UNIVERSITY

People are in constant motion and society is constantly developing.
People move from city to city and from country to country. They move up
and down the social hierarchy, sometimes in groups, less frequently in
entire strata and classes. Such movements are called social mobility. The
history of humanity is composed not only of individual movements, but also
of group movements. Landlords were substituted by bourgeoisie; low-
skilled occupations are driven out of modern industry by white collar
workers, such as engineers, programmers and others.

People have been interested in social mobility for a long time. It is
always intriguing to know the reasons that prompt people to change their
occupations, move from one place to another or go abroad.

However, we concern ourselves with a particular group, namely the
students of Ivanovo State University. It is this group that is highly mobile in
comparison with the rest of population. Their mobility is associated with
education, and later with the choice of occupation and search for a suitable
job with a decent salary.

Most students plan to leave the city after the graduation; this is due
to the fact that in Ivanovo there are no vacancies in certain professional
fields, or they are fewer than the number of professionals trained at the
university.

Due to job shortage newly graduated specialists have to get another
professional degree to increase their competitive advantage in the labor
market. Their wish to get another degree is also related to the desire to be
better paid. Young professionals believe that if they have several degrees
their salary, respectively, will increase.

I consider the first trend to be a negative one as it causes the outflow
of young professionals from Ivanovo. The government of the lvanovo
Region should pay more attention to the creation of jobs for newly qualified
specialists and to fair wage for them. The trend to get another degree is
positive, to my mind, since another course of training makes young
professionals more intelligent, they become more informed and have more
opportunities to actualize their potential.
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EUROCITIES: URBAN NETWORK
AND REGIONAL POLICY OF THE EU

EUROCITIES is the network of major European cities. The
members of this organization are the elected local and municipal
governments of main European cities.

The structure of Eurocities was founded in 1986 by the mayors of six
large cities: Barcelona, Birmingham, Frankfurt, Lyon, Milan and
Rotterdam. Nowadays Eurocities brings together the local governments of
over 130 of Europe's largest and 40 partner cities.

The secretariat of Eurocities is situated in Brussels. The founders of
this organization consider that this network is responsible for building up
the political view of the municipalities. There should be a link between
citizens and institutes of the European Union to allow city governments to
tackle strategic challenges at the local level. The objective is to reinforce the
important role that local governments should play in a multilevel
governance structure.

Through six thematic forums, a wide range of working groups,
projects, activities and events, the Eurocities offers members a platform for
sharing knowledge and exchanging ideas.

The main courses of collaboration are culture, economy,
environmental challenges, mobility and social life.

Eurocities is the member of the Committee of the Regions of the EU.
These structures cooperate regularly by exchange of information and
expertise on urban-related EU matters and joint-events. Eurocities
contributes frequently to CoR official reports on issues relevant for the
cities. Several municipalities are simultaneously members of Eurocities and
the CoR, which further enhances the cooperation between the two
organizations.

Besides the CoR, this network cooperates with the European
Commission in different structures such as European Enterprise Awards,
“Inclusive Cities for Europe” and “Sustainable Energy Europe Campaign”.

Eurocities plays an important role in the development of the
European Union; it has different ways of cooperation with institutes of the
EU, forms the opinion of the citizens at the local level and presents this
viewpoint at the supranational level.
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INFORMATION SPACE - THE NEW DIMENSION OF WORLD
POLITICS

The development of information technologies has influenced the
ways the modern political and social processes are conducted. Hence, along
with the traditional characteristics, the information characteristic of space is
emerging.

The information space is the sphere of interaction between society
(individuals) and the technological infrastructure. It is a very dynamic and
multifaceted phenomenon, embracing both technical and psychological
aspects, traditional and cyber space. The number of agents and actors is
increasing and ranges from individual users and mass media units to
governments, global organizations, and terrorist and criminal groups.

There are several major tendencies proving that the information
space can be considered the full-fledged dimension of world politics. The
internationalization, which has lead to the transparency of national frontiers,
made the information space an arena of global acting and intercourse, as
well as the source of interstate rivalry and new challenges from non-state
actors. That causes the securitization of information, i.e. the development of
national cybersecurity strategies, from the concept of the open and
democratic Internet (the USA, the EU) to the “Great Firewall of China”.
Due to the different approaches, the common understanding to the
information security has not been reached yet. On the contrary, there is a
tendency of militarization, i.e. the creation of cyberwarfare systems for
defensive and offensive objectives.

The information space is in the limelight of international
organizations as well: the rules and norms are now being worked out within
the UN, the NATO, etc. States are aspiring to the development of legal
background of relations in the information sphere and the global Internet-
governance.

However, the lack of cohesion within the world community
suggests that the information space as a new political dimension will remain
chaotic and quite unregulated for a certain period of time, which jeopardizes
the global stability. In this case, actors should seek for new means and
methods of interaction and joint actions.
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THE ROLE OF BARACK OBAMA’S ADMINISTRATION IN
SETTLEMENT OF THE ARAB-ISRAELI CONFLICT

Being the 44™ U.S. President Barack Obama in 2008 sparkled hopes
of change around the world. The emphasis he gave on the Middle East led
many to believe that a new era had begun for the U.S. foreign policy in the
region.

However, the American president seemed to support a two-state
solution in the 1967 borders, he only relied on his rhetoric while nothing
fundamental was done. Concerning Obama’s administration’s actions and
statements concerning both sides of the conflict, Barack Obama has been
controversial. While he has declared that during his presidency, he will
work hard to find a fair solution for both sides, his administration has
disagreed with the most Israeli and Palestinian deeds. During the early time
of his election, Barack Obama showed a strong support to the Palestinian
Cause and a willingness to solve the Arab-Israeli conflict. Evidently, so
little has been done.

In contrast, as soon as the Palestinian Authority tried to move a step
further and claim official recognition from the United Nations, the
American President immediately seemed to forget his initial support, lined
with the Israeli administration and started threatening with sanctions.
Obviously, one of the biggest obstacles President Obama had during his
first term is not very significant this term. On the one hand, Israel will not
allow a pro-Palestinian policy from the United States; and, although a small
state, it indeed has power and influence over the USA. On the other hand,
there is the Israeli Lobby that has successfully influenced the US foreign
policy over the years. Barack Obama can either follow the same policies as
his predecessors or ignore these factors.

Nevertheless, President Obama should develop his strong position as
soon as possible and start playing a more active role in resolving the Arab-
Israeli conflict.

MIGRANTS IN FRANCE: CATEGORIES, TRAITS,
PROSPECTIVES OF INTEGRATION

Although French migration law cannot be recognized as full of
loyalty, France is still a country with the biggest Arab diaspora in Europe.
What is the reasons for that? Who are these people moving here even
though they are aware of all the difficulties waiting for them in this country?

There are several categories of people, who are most likely to
immigrate to France. They are people coming according to the family
reunification, qualified and non-qualified workers, refugees and a new type
of migrants, so-called «transmigrants».

All these categories of people have some similar traits: usually they
come from former French colonies, they are poor with quite low level of
education, with quite strong cultural and religious traditions. These factors
play a very negative role in the process of their integration and inclusion to
the French society

At the same time distinguished characteristics of each group should
be taken into account. According to them the hierarchy of integration
prospective is the following:

1. Qualified workers

2. Non-Qualified Workers

3. Refugees

4. Family reunified migrants

5. Transmigrants

Taking into account psychological and social characteristics of each
group, correctly allocating time, money and efforts between them, the
French government could make their integration measures more effective
and productive.
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STRENGTHS AND WEAKNESSES OF THE BELORUSSIAN-
NORDIC COOPERATION AFTER THE EXAMPLES OF SWEDEN
AND NORWAY

Relations of the Republic of Belarus and the countries of
Scandinavia began with the independence of Belarus December 26, 1991.
The diplomatic relations were established February 4, 1992 with Norway
and January 14, 1992 with Sweden.

Norway-Belorussian relations have been quite successful: the
countries have had proficient trade, economic and investment ties. They
regularly exchange scientific and technological developments and cooperate
in the fields of education and culture. The only obstacle in the path of
cooperation between the countries is the fact that the Republic of Belarus
violates basic democratic principles, human rights and freedoms. The use of
death penalty, permanent political persecutions, political prisoners,
politically motivated restrictions on freedom of movement, assembly and
free speech do not favour cooperation between Norway and Belarus. A
bilateral agreement would pave the way for the development of cooperation
between small and medium businesses, but there is no official document
that could govern the issue.

The most promising side of Sweden-Belorussian relations is the
exchange of experience in the field of science and technology. Former
Ambassador of Sweden to Belarus Stefan Eriksson believes the counties are
alike, especially in cultural and mental aspects. The fields of cooperation
have much in common with Norway-Belorussian ones. There are many
Swedish subsidiaries in Belarus. It is also necessary to mention the
cooperation in health care, secondary and higher education, textiles, fashion
and fashion design. It is possible to speak of a closer cooperation of Belarus
and Sweden compared to the one between Belarus and Norway. But
relations between Minsk and Stockholm worsened after the beginning of
June 2012 when the Swedish aircraft illegally crossed the border of Belarus
and scattered teddy bears with attached slogans in support of free speech.
After announcing Stefan Eriksson persona non grata because of that
incident relations between the countries became cooler.
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THE ORIGIN OF THE DANISH NATIONALISM

Denmark has a reputation as a fortress of equality and civilization,
but it is possible to find the historical roots of such a phenomena as the
Danish nationalism.

Today Denmark has one of the world’s toughest restrictions on
immigration. The government depends on the support of a xenophobic and
racist party, the third largest in parliament. Nationalist slogans are everyday
occurrence in the press and in the streets. The less tolerant picture of
Denmark is the product of the same forces that created egalitarian Denmark.

Danish nationalism emerged as a mass phenomenon around 1848. It
was connected with the Schleswig-Holstein War and then the loss of those
two territories. The result of this event was a renewal of the national culture
based on Lutheranism, state patriotism of the monarchy, and a new peasant
“folk” nationalism. These ways of self-understanding were cardinal in
Denmark. The new “folk” ideology emphasized a romantic idea of Danish
“smallness”, special cultural traditions, and a national spirit and community.
In Denmark the ideologists of “folk” nationalism valued the local customs,
legends (such as Norse mythology), dialects, self-sufficiency, tight
communities, and distrusted “foreign” influences. As a result, state and
church were surprisingly united, helping to develop a strong national unity
with regards to morality, law, and the state.

These processes caused solidarity, but also conformity. Many Danes
are openly suspicious of immigrants, particularly Muslims. This model of
nationalism took part in the formation of the Danish liberal and egalitarian
society. However, it has some drawbacks, for instance, real racism
manifested toward the Greenland minority of Denmark, urged to “ethnic
and genetic purity” through sterilization programmes.

To sum up, there is a sharp distinction between two images of
Denmark. On the one hand, it is a country with the humanitarian
immigration programmes, which are open for every person who is
victimized by government in their country. On the other hand one could find
intolerance and superfluous state patriotism in Denmark.
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FUNCTIONING OF THE MINISTRY OF FOREIGN AFFAIRS
OF THE REPUBLIC OF SOUTH OSSETIAAT PRESENT

After the recognition the independency of South Ossetia by Russian
Federation the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the former starts functioning
as the office of a new but not fully recognised state. The current situation
outlines the following range of priorities: «the further recognition of
independence of the Republic, settlement of the relations with Georgia,
maintaining friendly relations with Russia».

Some goals have been achieved — diplomatic relations have been
established with the Republic of Nicaragua, the Bolivarian Republic of
Venezuela, the Republic of Nauru, Tuvalu, the Republic of Abkhazia. Steps
towards the recognition of the republic are subjected to criticism by the
world powers.

Referring to relations with Georgia, a large number of sharply
negative criticism can be observed also from the leaders of the main Foreign
Office of the state. Thus we can assert the unwillingness of South-Ossetians
to settle the contacts with Georgians. But all the statements are sent to the
leaders of Georgia, to its government not to the people.

In the relations with Russian Federation an outstanding progress of
the Office that can be mentioned is establishing a visa-free regime. The
opening of consulates on the territory of Russia is under the discussion as
there are only the Embassy of South Ossetia in Moscow and one Consulate
in the Far East of Russia. With the assistance of Russian Federation the
employees of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the republic and of the
Embassies undergo different trainings at the Diplomatic Academy of the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Russian Federation. Such choice stems from
the main difficulties of the Ministry that are associated with the shortage of
diplomatic workers. Besides, the Office lacks clear structure: various
departments and units in the framework of the diplomatic body are absent.
The lack of the information connected with this topic definitely causes some
inconvenience for researchers.
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AMNESTY INTERNATIONAL CAMPAIGNS TO ABOLISH DEATH
PENALTY IN THE WORLD

Amnesty International (Al) is a global movement of activists in over
150 countries and territories who campaign to end grave abuses of human
rights. Members of Al find death penalty one of the grossest violations of
human rights in the world. In 2010 there were 23 countries which were
known to have carried out executions. China was the country with the
biggest number of executions. Countries that retain death penalty defend
their position by claiming that their use of it is consistent with international
human rights law. However, their actions contradict these claims. That’s
why Al started campaigning to abolish death penalty in the world.

Al tries to influence public opinion by creating PSAs, short films and
publications about death sentences and hard life of people waiting for the
government to kill them. Members of Al also collect signatures under
various petitions to influence politicians, judges and public officials. One of
the most outstanding campaigns is one to abolish death penalty in Belarus.
Al also puts a great emphasis on the issue of death penalty in China,
emphasizing that most of the death sentences are imposed without thorough
investigations. Moreover, confessions of prisoners are made under pressure
and brutal torture.

Members of Al are deeply concerned with carrying out executions in
the Middle East. According to the Shariah a woman there can be executed
even for the breach of faith. Al also pays attention to death penalty in the
USA. The organization calls upon President of the USA and governments of
the states to replace death penalty by alternative ways of punishment.

Al is one of the founders of the World Coalition against Death
Penalty. In its framework in summer 2014 in Madrid the World Congress
against Death Penalty is to be held, where representatives of non-
governmental organizations, politicians and lawyers will try to work out a
strategy for the further abolition of death penalty in the world. Moreover,
November 10 is proclaimed as the World Day against Death Penalty, the
UN being its most active assistant.
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IMPEDIMENTS TO COOPERATION WITHIN NATO - CSTO -
SCO FRAMEWORK IN THE SECURITY SPHERE

The transition period in Afghanistan finishes in the end of 2014.
Until this time major NATO forces will be withdrawn from the country. The
rest will train, assist and contribute funds to sustain the Afghan National
Security Forces, which are to take full responsibility for security of the
state.

The present situation in Afghanistan is unstable and unpredictable. In
these circumstances it seems to be logical for regional actors, such as
NATO, CSTO and SCO, which are affected by the Afghan issue, to
establish new formats of interaction. However, no official dialogue has
started yet. It could be suggested that there are impediments to true
cooperation within NATO — CSTO - SCO framework.

Value(s)-perception obstacles. There is no evident answer to the
question, whether CSTO and SCO are actors in the security sphere. It
depends mainly on whether these organizations are integral, what unites
them and to what extent.

Obstacles of perception. There are obstacles of perception to
interaction within NATO — CSTO and NATO — SCO frameworks. CSTO in
the first case and both organizations — NATO and SCO - in the second case
perceive the activities of the potential contracting party to be a factor
leading to the disbalance of threats. It impedes the process of constructing
an element of trust, which is indispensable to true cooperation within NATO
— CSTO - SCO framework in the security sphere.

Conceptual obstacles. The organizations mentioned do not have any
common approach to constructing a Eurasian security system. De facto
NATO takes the Kantian approach, which is contrary to the principles, on
which both CSTO and SCO build relations between their member states and
with contracting parties on the world arena. Besides, neither spheres, nor
fields of responsibility in the security sphere are clearly divided between
CSTO and SCO.

If these impediments to true cooperation within NATO — CSTO -
SCO framework in the security sphere are overcome, it is likely to
contribute to the construction of a comprehensive collective security system
in the Eurasian region.
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MALMO: CITY OF TOMORROW

Today the whole world is facing a great problem of efficient energy
use, Europe is not an exception. Global energy use has risen nearly 70%
since 1971 and is poised to continue its steady increase over decades.
Therefore we have to find solutions for the future.

The European Union found the solution for the problem of energy
consumption. Sustainable urban planning, efficient waste management,
preservation of natural resources and local energy production are some of
the key measures that will help European cities embark on such a resource-
efficient future. In the light of depletion of resources, the importance of
finding a better balance between environmental and economic objectives
has been emphasized. Energy efficiency technologies have an important
role to play in the energy supply. Thus the City of Malmg is in this regard
an exemplary one.

Sweden’s city was one of the earliest and most industrialized towns
of Scandinavia, but in the XXI century the city authorities set the objective
to supply the city by 100% renewable energy by 2030. In recent years,
Malmé has been transformed from a grey industrial city into an exciting
knowledge-based city.

Today, Malmé is the international spotlight for its work with
sustainable development. The city is active in promoting local renewable
energy such as solar power and wind energy. Malmé is working in a
number of ways to involve residents in reducing their climate impact. The
focus areas are: energy, construction, consumption and transport. The city
has become reputable for its innovation, its dedication, its creativity, its
practical application, its clean tech profile, its focus on resident participation
and information access, as well as wide array of environmental programmes
and strategies.

Thus, one can see an excellent sample of how to approach serious
issues of today, namely a problem of efficient energy use and climate
change. Nowadays, such projects are fulfilled at the local level, but in
perspective their implementation will be possible everywhere. It is
necessary just to be aware of all the great peril the humanity is facing in
XXI century.

TRUST MANAGER: APOSSESSOR OR AHOLDER

The Russian Civil Code has introduced the concept of the “trust”
(«doveritelnoe upravlenie») into the Russian legal system (Arts.1012-1026).
However, we must understand that the Russian trust differs from the
common law trust.

The trust manager in Russia holds possession of certain property
which must be managed in favor of the founder or of a third person (i.e.
beneficiary). Such a trust is at the border of the law of property and the law
of contracts. Article 1015 of the Civil Code of Russian Federation provides
that an individual entrepreneur and certain kinds of commercial
organizations may be trustee managers. Furthermore, when a trust is
established on grounds, provided by law (for instance, it can be a guardian
(in case of permanent management the wards’ property), the trustee
manager may be a non-commercial organization or a citizen who is not
registered as an entrepreneur. Property complexes, individual objects related
to immovable property, rights or other property may be objects of trust
management. In other words, practically all objects of civil rights, with
some exceptions, may as well be the subjects of trust management.

Despite the fact that the trustee manager is not the owner of the
entrusted property, s(he) is nevertheless entitled—within the limits of the
law and the contract—to execute the owner’s authorities, under which we
understand possession, usage and disposition of movable entrusted property.
For immovable property, these powers exist only if they are mentioned in
the contract of trust management. This implies that trust manager is not the
owner of entrusted property, but the question is: if their activity meets the
requirements of possession or holding.

The institute of possession as a legal term was originated from
Roman Law. According to the doctrine of possession Roman lawyers
outline two aspects in this:

1) the subject must possess the object in fact

2) the subject must pose this object as being in his (her) own
authority, he must express detention to become the owner of the object,
independently of existence or non- existence of legal title

Such immanent characteristics allows us to say with no doubt that
trust managers are only holders of the entitled property. They gain the
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entitled property according to deal, i.e., according to legal title and have no
will to inverse it to their own property.

TRADEMARKS IN CANADA

A definition 'trademark’ has different meanings, first of all it is a) a
mark that is used by a person for the purposes of distinguishing or so as to
distinguish wares or services manufactured, sold, leased, hired, or
performed by him from those manufactured, sold, leased, hired, or
performed by others; b) a certification mark; c) a distinguishing guise, or d)
a proposed trademark.

The essence of this definition is that trademark distinguishes the
wares or services of its owner from those of others.

The Canadian Intellectual Property Office (CIPO) established that a
mark must be capable of being seen. As a result, they have refused to
register non-traditional marks such as colour alone, animated /moving
image marks, sounds, and scents.

Speaking about trademark federal legislation in Canada, we need to
mention The Trade-marks Act. It came into force on the first of July, 1954
and has remained substantially unchanged since that time. This document
provides a national public registry system, showing proscribed information
for each registered trademark. A registration of a trademark gives the owner
the exclusive right to use the mark throughout Canada.

The Act also rests on principles of fair dealing and is sometimes said
to hold the balance between free competition and fair competition.

There is no provincial legislation relating to trademarks in Canada,
but business names are typically required to be registered in each province
as a result of provincial legislation.

ENERGY AND THE ENVIRONMENT

Energy use and supply is of fundamental importance to society and,
with the possible exception of agriculture and forestry, has made the
greatest impact on the environment of any human activity - a result of the
large scale and pervasive nature of energy related activities. Although
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energy and environment concerns were originally local in character - for
example, problems associated with extraction, transport or noxious
emissions - they have now widened to cover regional and global issues such
as acid rain and the greenhouse effect. Such problems have now become
major political issues and the subject of international debate and regulation.

The environment consists of everything that surrounds us. It is not
only the physical world but our economic environment, our social, cultural
environment. We are interested in the total human environment and not
merely in the physical world.

We should note that this earth is not an ideal environment for humanity.
The world simply is not a very good place to live, except where man
has improved upon it. The truth of the matter is that much of the world is
too hot, or too cold, or too wet, or too dry for comfort. Therefore,
mankind has had to work quite hard, historically, to try to improve the
total environment.

Man obviously can hurt the environment as well as help it. There
are all sorts of environmental problems that we encounter in the production of
energy as well.

Interaction of Power Engineering and Environment affects natural
scientists, technologists and the international social science and policy
communities covering the direct and indirect environmental impacts of
energy acquisition, transport, production and use. A particular objective is to
cover the social, economic and political dimensions of such issues at local,
national and international level. The technological and scientific aspects of
energy and environment questions including energy conservation, and the
interaction of energy forms and systems with the physical environment, are
covered, including the relationship of such questions to wider economic and
socio-political issues.

THE INTERSECTION OF RACE AND PROPERTY

One approach to exploring the ways in which property law impacted
racial hierarchies is through a closer examination of both the right to
exclude and limits imposed on this right. Property law was among those
laws that were an integral part of the overall legal system that created
racialized differences in wealth, social status, and ownership of land and
other different forms of property. Accordingly, it is important to examine
property law’s significant role in the construction of racial differences in
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society and the ways in which laws, including property law itself, sought to
undo legal discrimination.

The right to exclude a person from her own property has long been
viewed as one of the strongest sticks in the bundle of property rights.
However, courts have placed limits and exceptions on the right to
exclude.For instance, a group of neighbors signing a private covenant, in
which the neighbors agreed not to sell or lease their houses to “people of the
Negro or Mongolian race.”Notably, their agreement to prevent certain
groups from residing in theirneighborhood demonstrates their desire to
exercise their right to exclude. The Supreme Court, however, held that the
racial covenant could not been forced by the state. It recognized at the
outset that the covenants sought to exclude a particular class of people
“wholly in terms of race or color” from owning or possessing property.
Holding that state courts cannot enforce the covenant without violating
equal protection law, the Court explained that, “among the civil rights
intended to be protected from discriminatory state action by the Fourteenth
Amendment are the rights to acquire, enjoy, own and dispose of property.”
In so doing, the Court underscored the limits of the right to exclude that had
been established not only under the U.S. Constitution but also by federal
statutes. The Court, however, failed to fully address racial discrimination in
property law. Notably, the Supreme Court held that voluntary private
agreements that are not enforced by the state do not violate the Fourteenth
Amendment. In so doing, the Court carved out constitutional space for
private discrimination that could still enable racial exclusion from
neighborhoods. The Constitution only barred public discrimination and not
those that occur within the private spherethat are inhabited by people’s
interactions and relationships.

PRAGMATICS OF LEGISLATIVE TEXTS

One prominent linguistic feature of legislative texts is the
illocutionary force as a pragmatic consideration. This pragmatic feature is a
crucial and prominent linguistic aspect of statutes, for both domestic or
municipal statutory instruments and multilateral legal instruments. The legal
rules conveyed in legislation may and do vary considerably from country to
country and from jurisdiction to jurisdiction in terms of content, legal force,
and linguistic expression.

Languages differ considerably in how to express obligation,
permission and prohibition. Domestic statutes can be considered legislative
speech acts, as opposed to other types of speech acts such as judicial speech
acts. Statutes are written in a linguistic structure different from that of
ordinary speech acts. Statutory provisions are often written in the third
person. However, they may be paraphrased in the first person. For instance,
‘We (the lawmaking body or authorities) hereby declare that . . .” or ‘We
hereby enact that . . .” is said to be omitted, thus may be added to the
beginning of a statute. In some jurisdictions, a statute contains an explicit
performative verb and this part is known as the enacting formula.

The next common feature of such texts is the type of obligation. In
recent years, as part of the efforts to simplify legislative language and make
it more accessible to the general public, in some English speaking
jurisdictions, the performative modals ‘must’ instead of ‘shall’, ‘must not’
instead of ‘shall not’ have been increasingly used. But the meanings of
compulsory obligations for ‘shall’/’must’ and of prohibition for ‘shall
not’/’must not” have not changed.

Besides, there are some commonly used performative verbs in law
including ‘declare’, “announce’, ‘promise’, ‘undertake’, ‘enact’, ‘confer’
and ‘amend’. Statutes as legislative speech acts carry various illocutionary
forces, communicating a range of propositions — empowering rights and
obligations, establishing institutional facts, and imposing prohibitions. The
entire statute may be seen as a speech act with the illocutionary force of
enactment, and many of the sentences in the statute may also have the status
as speech acts. Therefore, even if there are some sentences in a statute that
do not contain performative markers or auxiliary verbs, they may still be
considered as speech acts and each provision is a speech act that has the
illocutionary force of enacting and ordering.
